The Purpose of the Motion.
What was the origin of the vote of 

censure? He understood that it was 
a great triumph for the "No Surrender" 
party, and it was the only triumph 
they were likely to get. As to the pur­
pose of the vote, he suggested that it 
must be to evolve a new leader for the 
Tory party. He did not see Mr. Hunt 
In his place, but it was to be kept in 
mind that his offer had not been defin­
itely refused. (Ministerial laughter.) 
The only point to be decided by vote 
of censure was whether the epithet 
revolutionary could properly be ap­
plied to the principle underlying the 
proposed legislation, to the plan con­
tained in the bill, or to the method by 
which they proposed to pass it into 
law.

The motion of the right honorable 

gentleman asked the House to say 
that the advice which the Govern­
ment had given to the crown was a 
gross violation of constitutional lib- 
erty. How did they stand on that? 
They believed that the object for 
which they were contending—(Oppo­
sition cry of "Toe the line’)—was per­
fectly legitimate and fair. They were 
seeking no privilege. They were look­
ing for no facility which the Oppo­
sition did not already and had not 
long enjoyed. All they sought, de- 
manded. and all they were going to 
take was political equality for all parties in the state. (Ministerial 
cheers.) They wished that a Liberal 
House of Commons should have the 
same powers as—not more than—a 
Conservative House of Commons had 
already enjoyed, and they would not 
tolerate any longer the continuance 
of a system whereby a large part of 
the electorate was permanently rele­
gated to a status of political Inferi­
ority, a status which deprived them 
permanently, even when they had a 
majority in that House, of any con­
stitutional means of obtaining redress 
for grievances under which they had 
suffered so long. (Ministerial Cheers.) 
That was their object. Surely there 
was nothing in It which merited cen- 
sure by anv level-headed, fair-minded 
man? So far as the Government were
