Bank of Germany to 5 per cent has had 
a depressing influence, although such 
action was foreshadowed by the drain 
of funds from that centre to other coun- 
tries. Since the Moroccan situation is in 
a fair way to being settled amicably, the 
firmness of money abroad must be ex- 
plained in large part by the industrial 
conditions which in Germany and Eng- 
land are in rather a bad way, owing to 
over expansion. Labor troubles are a 
factor on the continent, Spain being 
threatened with a general strike, this 
following a vote of railroad employ ees 
in Ireland to take similar action. Here 
the unions find little success in their 
attempt to force the railroads to meet 
the demand. The strike on the Lacka- 
wanna is petering out, with the Harriman 
system less likely to face serious disturb- 
ance. The trade situation does not 1m- 
prove, reports from the barometer. Iron 
and steel, being the reverse from en- 
couraging, orders shrinking continually, 
with compétition cutting into profits. The 
President’s speech on the trust issue af- 
fords no new viewpoint on the status of 
the big corporations, and the other ad- 
dresses to be made by him will prob- 
ably be merely of a similar academic 
interest, so that Wall street will give 
attention to the swing around the cir- 
cuit. There seems to be no marked 
liquidation in the leading sto ks, and we 
would suggest purchases on reactions 
lor quick turns with sales on bulges for 
the present.
