“The mnecessity for a navy, and there-
fore for the Navy Teague, as a means
to encourage' the growth and promote
the eficiency and usefulness which are
demanded by commerce must, by this
generation, be clearly apparent.

The central portion of Canada be-

“In order to realize on the wheat, it
must be sent across the Atlantic to
Great Britain. Should the navy of the
Empire at any time become incapable
of protecting its transport, it would be
impossible for our farmers to export
a bushel, and the whole business of the
country, beyond that necessary for the
‘bare subsistence of the people, would
be destroyed. > 2

would a total loss of crop, for a year
or two, but it would®mean eventual ruin
t0 a community which now is, and
promises to . continue, as prosperous
and wealthy as any in the world. |

observe that “the government of Can-
ada has undertaken the organization
and training of seamen for’the mnavy.
It is hoped that this necessary and im-
portant step may soon be followed by
the construction of a suitable type of
vessels for their use.

PATHETIC DEATH
OF A NELSON BOY

Lost on Mountsin  and Suc-
cufmbed to Exhaustion Dur-
ing Night.

No more pathetic. occurremee has
stirred Nelson in years thanm the sad’
fate that befel little Allen Coulter,
whose lifeless body was found yester-
day affernoon after a long search high
up on the mountain side, says the Nel-
son Daily News of Saturday last. The-
little lad had wandered from home on’
Thursday afternoon and, as the hour
grew late “and he’' did nott] return,
search was made for him. -Until late
into the night search parties scoured the
vicinity in which he was last seem but
without finding any trace of his move-
ments. At daybreak yesterday -morn-’
ing the search was Trenewed, scores
of willing workers assisting the efforts
of -the -police. It was mnot until about
2 o’clock in the afternoon that the life-'
less. body was found., Overcome with
exhaustion the little chap had laid’
down in the snow and death undoubt-
edly very speedily ended his terror.

The boy had been dead for some
hours before: he was found. He had
unquestionably struggled along up the
hillsid8, in' a completely dazed condition
and finelly fallen down and died from
sheer exhaustion. ;

Dr. Hall, who met the rescuing party
returning with the body very soon after
it ‘'was found, and who made an ingtant
examination, states that the child un-
doubtedly died some .hours previously.,
iProbably between ~midnight and 3
o'clock yesterday morning.

Away above the twinkling lights of
the city which muet have been plainly
visible from the spot, the little lad,
who had been toiling up the hill for
hours, literally fell in his tracks and

the died, completely exhausted with his ter-

rible climb, a ‘climb that tired out the
strong men who later searched for him.
It is believed that. the child, having
lost his way, became dazed and strug-
gled on in an aimless way as 'long
as his strength hung out. Over and
over again, he must have been the
lights of the city, but they had no
meaning for him and he instinctively
struggled on to reach the hill top. After
this first grief and terror at finding him-
&elf lost .he probably did not suffer. The
expressiou om the baby face at the un-
dertaker’s last evening showed exhaus-
tion, but no pain or terror. The exact
path ‘trod by the little feet will never
be known, but backwards and forwards
and up the hillside the boy must have
‘climbed over five w miles at Jeast,
if not more, fromt thé time he wandered
away.

i PAPERS FIGHT TRUST.

Leading U. 8. Journalists Complainy of
Violations of Anti-Trust Law.

‘Washington, April 26.—Conde Ham-
in, of the St. Paul Pioneer Press; Don,
C. Seitz, of the New York World, and
John -Norris, of the Philadelphia Led
ger and New York Times, representing
the American Newspaper Publishers’
Association, called on the attorney-
general today and laid before him a
complaint against the so-called paper
manufacturers’ trust, alleging violations
of the Sherman “anti-trust act. The
attorney-general explained what could
and what could not be accomplishéd un-
der the Sherman act and particularly
the distinetion the courts have drawn
between combinations affecting produe-
tions and - those affecting interstate
commerce directly. Yet upon a show-
ing of evidence which seemed to indi-
cate that a combination exists in the
paper business whereby different paper
manufacturers have agreed to reduce
the supply ' of paper and to divide
among themselves the territory of its
consumption, the attorney-general stat-
ed that he would have an investigation.

proceedings to stop it.
