Japan WiII‘Send Nogi to Help
the Campailgn in Man-
churie.

Washington, Jan. 6.—Japan has made
no overtures for peace to Russia, direct
or indirectly, through the United States
or any of the powers, and she contem-
plates no such action, and now that Port
Arthur has fallen proposes to press. the
war in the north all the more vigorously
by reinforeing the Japanese armies at
Liaoyang ‘with the greater part of the
troops which have been besieging Port
‘Arthur. This, in brief, represents the
views of Kogro Takihira, the Japanese
minister.

“The fall of Port Arthur,” said the
minister, “is but a step in the war
which Japan is waging for a principle.
Certainly it is an important step, but
nothing would be further from the
‘truth than the assertion that because
Japan has captured a stronghold, the
fall of which has long been expected,
the Japanese government will now make
overtures for peace. Nor have the pow-
ers approached us with any idea of in-
tervention,”

At the Russian embassy it was re-
iterated that Russia would fight all the
'h:rder in view of the loss of Port Ar-
thur.

Europe, it is learned, is firmly of the
convietion that, however dark the out-
look for peace, in this moment, whex
the prospect brightens, it is to Presi-
dent Roosevelt that the neutrals, as well
as the belligerents, will look as the inter-
mediary through which peace wuegotia-
tions will be entailed. .

The Case of Mary MeDonald.
At 6 o’clock’in the moming of Sun-
day, April 80, Mary McDonald . was
found insensible and dyieg, near the
tracks of the Big Foar railroad, in
Ward Twenty-three,  known  as Cum—
minsville.

It was thought by the authorities that
the case was purely accidental. They
investigated with this in mind. -

None of the train crews which had
been over either track that night noticed
ronning over anything. All the rail-
road men who looked at the spot said
there was something queer about it, be-
cause, there was. .on the iuner rails
of both tracks.. They said the body had
been lying with one leg over the rai
and had not been tossed about at all.
They could not account for the mutila-
tion of the face mor the injury to the
head. ' And where did the blood on the
other track come from?

iss McDonald was found to have
‘been a domestic living with Mrs. Finley
at No. 24 Bast Seventh street. She was
thirty-two years old, slightly deaf, and
had very few friends, Her character
and habits were good.

Yet several people on an electric car
which passed about midnight told the
police they bad seen the woman with a
tall man, both badly intoxicated. They
said the man was mvporting;:er n%aimt
2 telegraph pole. The elee headlight

MoeDonald was remembered by her
dress. Her face was not seen, as the
“girl couldn’t hold her head up,” as the
motorman ‘explained. . .

The man’s face wag' not seen either,
for he -had' a slouch hat pnlled down
over his eyes. He lurched and waved his
hand -toward the car and seemed. to
have hard work to support the girl.

Mr. and Mrs: John Stagman, who
live on the -other side of ‘Cumminsville,
said that they had seen her board a
car bound in the direction of the place
where the body 'was.found. She board-
ed the car about 10.3® Saturday even-
ing, and had taken no liquor at that
time, they thought. At the hospital the
smell of aleohol was noticed in her
breath and the neck of her dress seemed
to have been saturated with whiskey.

The authorities’ decided that the girl
had come to her end by accident caused
by her intexication. They made some
efforts to find her drunken companion
and then let the matter drop. The frac-
tured skull, the mutilated face, the blood
on both tracks, they said, were done
by the engine. The drunken companion
was, in their opinion, only an incident
that verified the intoxication theory.

A railroad man who investigated on
his own account, said that early that
Sunday morning there were marks of
the man’s feet at the telegraph pole, but
two hours later when he brought a po-
liceman to look at the footprints they
had been carefully obliterated. The rail-
road man thought some one had done it
with a large stone, which showed signs
of having been loosened lately and.had
mud-on the top of it. 3

‘The Case of Lulu Mueller. -

The controversy over Miss MecDon-
ald’s death had died away and almost
‘been forgotten when another startlingly
similar case jvas found. On the morn-
ing of October 2 Lnlu Mueller, a girl of
nineteen, was found dead and mutilated
at a spot near where the other tragedy
occurred. X

The place was known as “Lover's
Lane.” in the morning after a dark,
foggy night, as in the former case, the
body was found. This time it was tos
far from the raijlroad tracks to have
been thrown there by a locomotive. The
body lay in a clump of weeds, the face
and head were mutilated the same’ as
Miss McDonald’s were.

The girl had_been dead several hours.
The police again said “Accident” and
thought she had been.thrown part of
the way by the engine and crawled or
staggered the rest of the way herself
before death ‘overtook her. They cited

have happened. However, an autopsy
was made, with the following resulls:

The girl’s skull was found to be
crushed on the right upperside from the
back of the head to the temple. The
scalp was cut open in a long, ragged

downward. The brain itself had been
injured to an extent that showed death
must have been instantaneons.

The nose was fractured and the six
front teeth were broken from their
sockets. The teeth were not found.
There was a scalp wound on the left
side of the hedd.

The accident theory was at once ab-
andoned and the girl’s movements up
to 9.30 the evening -before were traced.

It was shown ‘that she had left her
home near by a2t 9.80 p.m. to meet
Frank HBastman. a young Cineinnati
man, to whom she was said to be en-
zaged. Eastman said the tryst was to
have been at “Lover’s Lane,” but that
he was detained in town and- did not
know of the matter until next day.
This was soon verified. .

''What the Evidence All Means.

A murderer of uncommon but not un-
known type is in Cincionati, and in all
probability located close to the cemetery,

He is what is known in criminology
and psychology as a “sadist’”—one whose
natural loye for the onnosite sex Is sub-
stituted by an uncontrollable desire to

Sadists usually ia by tortur
animals and hurting 2 ‘human being
only when they think it won’t end in
melt:rder. This is as far as they usually
get.

It is only the sadist with brains and
courage who becomes a mnurdeérer. The
impulse comes on gradually a lasts
several uays, giving plenty of time to
plan crimes.

Sadists are usually men of leisure,
which gives them many advautages over
the ordinary murderer.

The latést opinion in the matter is
that all thréde murders and possibly some
of the assaults were committed by a
sadist.

In all three cases the man lay in
wait.on top of the bank at the ceme-
tery. In each case he struck them
down with a efub or & rock, probably
the latter, as there are many lying
about. This is shown by the shape and
size of the crushed areas of the vie-
tim’s skulls. Besides this, he took pains
to _mutilate the faces of the victims.

In the McDonald case he smeared
both tracks with blood and left the body
stretched from one to the other so that
whichever way a *#rain went it would
kill her. On the war to the railroad
tracks he was- surprised by an electric
car and, taking his burden to a tele-
graph pole, simulated drunkenness.

The Muelled and Seingeweg cases
were more hasty snd his tracks were
no* as well covered un. Both these
girls probahly never knew what hap-
pened to them when they passed the
graveyard. Miss MeDonald probably
saw or heard the fiend as shown by her
dying words about the tomb.
