And we have to pay a dollar to
see’ the circus. But the circus is a real
circus nevertheless, It is not a vague, in-
definite circus for future delivery. And of
"all the circuges that ever were mope in
its way surpassed the New York woman
show, which is called a horse show,

Mrs. Craigie says of it In today’s World
that there is evidently nothing comparable
with this soclal phenomenon in any other
city. Indeed, there is not! The nearest
approach to it is to be found in the side-

ow of the peripatetic circus, where the
fat lady and the Circassian beauty recelve
the homage of the assembled multitude
and sell their photographs for 10 cents,
or 25 cents with the autograph.

Vienna in the Ring and in the Prater,
Berlin in Unter den Linden and in Sleges-
Allee, Paris in the Champs-Elysees and .in
the Bois, London in Hyde Park—all this
is .the display of Central Park and Fifth
avenue with an Austrian,” German, French
or English setting. But neither Vienna
mor - Berlin nor Paris nor London knows
an Institution where the beauties of high
soclety patiently exhibjt themselves night
, after night, 'with their gowns, their jewels
{ and their polished shoulders, for the
trifiing sum of $1 a head.

} the langunage of the late Mr, Barnum, “It
|ds the most magnificent, stupendous, gi-
! gantic, unparalleled aggregation of natur-
tal wonders ever seen under one tent and
!for a single price of admission,” Little
wonder that it left Prince Lonis of Bat-
tenberg speechless and that Mrs. Craigie’'s
pen falls from her nerveless fingerg when
she attempts to describe it.

Nobody ever successfully described this
woman show. Nobody has' ever been able
to account for it. Here are the boxes
lining an Atlantic City boardwalk; here
is the “proletariat’’ along the promenade;
here is the beauty and fashion of New
York’s exclusive society in the stalls, Any-
body with $1 in lawful money ecan meet
the Four Hundred face to face and touch
the hem of their garments. With his
copy of a weekly society journal in one
hand and a lead pencil in the other he
can check off each bit of gossip and each
bit of scandal from the human documents.

He can inspect the ‘wrinkles that Mrs.
A.’s masseuse is wearily engaged in elim-
fnating. He can see the hair that Mrs. B.
lhas rejuvenated. He can see, the shoulders
that Mrs. C, is making such heroic efforts
to preserve. ‘He can watch the glitter of
Mrs. D.'s diamond dog collar that ‘‘weighs
more ‘than a pound.” He can see the very
rope of pearls which Mrs, E.’s friends are
swondering how her husband could afford.
In the background he can see all “the
Harrys and Willies and Reggies and Jim-
mies that serve as supernumeraries In the
passing show.

And the humble factory girl who has
looked upon the pageant is happy for a
whole year in the knowledge that “I seen
Mrs. Vanastorbilt, and she ain’t much!”

More than a trifle vulgar is this woman
show, according to the antiquated no-
tions of old-fashioned folk, but in these
strenuous times what is the good of hav-
ing Paris gowns and Paris hats and Tif-
fany jewels if one cannot exhibit them?
And in the democracy of art all exhibitions
must necessarily b= open to the public if
the educational element is to be preserved.

We talk much of the idle rich, but there
is little idleness among the feminine ex-
hibits of this Vanity Fair. A cloak model
often receives $35 a week for doing work
tnat these women do -gratuitously. {An ac-
tress is paid $100 a week for playing a
less difficult part. She is not expected to
change her gown so frequently, or to ex-
ercise such scrupulous care as to  her
“‘make-up,” or maintain a more graceful
self-possession under batteries of -opera-
glasses. The idle rich, forsooth! The
horses that parade in the tanbark ring are
more idle and are subjected to less critical
inspection by the judges while they are go-
ing through their paces,

Only cynics and philosophers assume
that the voluntary exhibits at the woman’s
show are actuated by a desire for whole-
sale admiration or by a love of vulgar
osténtation. On the contrary, they are
sacrificing their ease and comfort for the

FROM THE YUKON

Cosl Lake Fuel Output — Big
Game in the White Horse
Dlstrlct.

P o

Dawson exchanges of recent date contain
the following items.of interest: :

The Coal Creek coal mies, below Daw-
son, will produce 4,000. tons of coal this
winter, The output will be Rauléd by the
trains from the interior to teh river, and

to Dawson early in the sgrmg. is an-
nouncement is made by J. A. Willlams,
superintendent of the mines. ;

The winter work will begin in a few
weeks, or just as soon as the river closes
and it is possibie to get supplies and men
to the property. :

A recent arrival from the country wes
of White Horse states that a great guan-
tity of game now exists in that region.

“‘Sheep in particular are numerous in
that country,’’ says the arrival. ‘‘One one
of the creeks we saw as high ag 300 sheep
at one time. It was a magnificent sight.
‘We shot but few of the moble fellows. We
had no use for them, and it would have
been wanton slaughter, and, after all, we
were there looking for gold more than
for sheep or other game.

‘‘Mountain sheep are numerous all dlong
the tange of mountains-immediately back
of the coast. It is well known that fre-
quently sheep wege seen and killed on the
high peaks in the vicinity of ‘Skagway, and
often killed dlong the route of the White
Pass railway in earlier days.

“In the Alsek country and beyond we
saw bears every day or two, and sometimes
would see’ several in one day. Most of
them were black bears, but occasionally
there would be a grizzly or some other
species.”’ ;

T. D. McManus died at 3 o'clock this
morning in the Good Samaritan hospital.
The deceased was a native of Tempo, Ire-
land, and about 70 years of age. He was
a resident of Juneau, Alagka, for 18 years,
and up to the time of his death owned con-
siderable property there.

He had
been interested in several of the quartz
propositions In: the Klondike.

Dan Matheson has a scheme to keep the
Yukop free from floating iceé the sevefal
weeks immediately preceding the close of
navigation,. Dan’s scheme is to place
booms across the mouth of each large
tributary stream. He says that all float
ice causing the river partly to flil early in
the fall comes from the tributarles, and
that it easily could be restrained with
booms.

Once restrained for a short” time, he
says, it would freeze together as one mass
and hold itself in place. Dan thinks this
scheme would pérmit the main river to re-
main open much longeér than it does under
present circumstances, and that the swiftly
running water ‘which would be confined to
the middle of the stream would thus keep
a channel gcoured out deep enough in the
'middle of the stream to permit steamers to
run without interruption. .

All that is needed now is to get the gov-
ernment to put in the booms, and to cap
the rivers, and there will be no mecessity
for using ice c¢rushers for the early part of
the year. Dan says the period of useful-

Sir—There have been several letters in
your paper lately on this subject, from
persons looking at the matter from dif-
ferent points of view. From the farmer’s,
standpoint, ‘I should like te ask the ques-
tion, whether this country hés not reached

cesgity for a land occupler to post up

sportsmen that the land belongs to some-
one and is not open to the public? The
pheasants take their percentage—and it is
a4 large one—from the strawberries, pota-
toes, grain, and, at present, from the car-
rots on the farm, yet apparently it is
practically necessary to put up a mnotlce
to inform the peripatetic sporteman that,
there is a fence round the place and that
no one can shoot there without leave, The
daw, I believe, calls for one notice for
every forty acres; but from the way shoot-
ers have talked to me this season, when
stopped on my place, they seemed to 'think
there should he one about every one han-
dred yards. Would it not be more reason-
able to give these gentlemen the credit
of being able to use thelr eyes, and make
the law run that no one may shoot inside
fenced property without permission? Per-
sonally, 1 should like to see no gun Ii-
cense, but a law making it illegal for any-
one to shoot on enclosed ground without
the written permission of the occupier of
the land, which would have to be produced,
on demand by any special constable; the
penalty to be a heavy one, making for
this purpose ail British subjects over 21
wears of age special comstables; half of the
fine to go to the. person by whose means
a conviction is obtained,

If such a law could be made, I think
farmers would - be saved an JImmense
amount of trouble and inconvenience; those
who ‘have farmer friends would get better
shooting,” and the shooting on bona fide va-

I might add that,
although mgny people have shot on my
place - this Year, some of whom I have
seen and stopped, not one asked my per-
mission, nor did a single one have the
courtesy to leave any game at the house.

¢ A GRAIN PORT.

Big‘Shipmcnu of Wheat. and Flour to
Come to Vancouver for Distribution.

L. P. Strong, secretary of the Alberta
Pacific Elevator Company, is in the city,
and is making arrangements for the ship-
ment to this eity of Alberta graln, says
the Vancouver ''News-Al@vertiser. Messrs.
. Gardiner Johnson & <Co. have been
appointed the agents of the company in
Vancouver. The B. C. Distillery, ‘'Ltd., a
local concern, has purchased 25,000 bush-
els of wheat from Mr. Strong’s firm, which
was. in direct competition with the Wash-
ington growers.

“Alberta is rapidly #lling %p with
wheat growers,” Mr. Strong remarked yes-
' terday, ‘“‘and while three _years ago mno
wheat was ralsed, this year there will be
between one and a half apd two million
bushels. Some of this year's crop will go
into the ground again as seed, and the re-
mainder eithersshipped to the Coast, Win-
nipeg,, or ground into flour in Calgary or
at Enderby.

“Both grain and flour will be shipped
by our firm through Vancouver to the Ori-
ent,” he said, “though I hardly think much
‘of the flour Wwill be manufactured in this
¢ity. There are milling industries in Cal-
gary, and there will be an excellent mar-
ket among the farmers for the by-produets.
I believe that large elevators will be erect-
ed here to serve in the export trade, and
the business should assume large propor-
tions. There are sglendld prospects for a
wheat market, both in British Columbia
and in the Far East, and as soon as Can-
ada can supply the grain the Orlent will
look here for its supply.”

The Alberta Pacific Elevator Company
hag erected 15 elevators since the middle
of last July,” the: capacity of each .being
80,000 bushels. These are all in Alberta,
both north and south of Calgary. The
capital is furnished by Minnesota and Da-
kota people, who6 are also interested! in
other companies, such’' ag the Calgary Col-
onization Company, and the Canadian Paci-
fic Irrigation & <Colonization Company, all
of1 which. are/ separate concerns in them-
selves.

Tha books of the company
thave been aundited and correspond with
those in the bank. It was learned to-
day that perhaps $825,000 would be
saved from the wreck of the closed bank,
twhich means little for the 3,500 deposit-
ors, ' who had $2,750,000 on deposit.
