IN ODONOVAN ROSSA’S OFFICRE

A Tragedy Which Created Tatense . Ex.
<itement in New York Last Night—A
Tale of the Infernal MacHinists,

NEuw York, Jan. 9.—At a late hour this
wfternoon several men rushed out of 12
Chambers street, in which building is lo-
cated the office of O’Donovan Rossa and
The United Irishman, In a few seconds
afterwards a man covered with blood tot-

“tered down the stairs to the hallway and
waak ou the front stoop, while the blood
coyered the sidewalk in astream, Intense

sexcitement at once took place and crowds 2¢auainted with

“ocked_to the sceme, Several officers
rushed up, and seéing a few men making
toward the city hall the police followed
them, One of them was captured and
brought back to where the dying man was
lyipg. “Wasthis themanwho stabbed you?”
weked an officer, “*Yes; that is the man,’
said the bleeding man, “but, by heavduas,
if I'm going to die I'li die game and there
will be two of us,” Before the bystanders
could realizs his intentions he drew a re-
volver and fired two shots in quick suc-
cession at the man standing before him,
One of the balls took effect in the thigh

of his wouldbe mmurderer, This
still ° farther funcreased the  excite-
ment and the neighborhnod became
wild with all sorts of rumors. The man who
was stibbed proved to be “Captain” Thos, F.
Phelan of Kansas City, aged 49, and his as-
p?.lluut gave the name of Richard Short of 861
Tenth avenue. Short, who is a buicher, de-
nied all knowledge of the stabbing, He
acted as one offended by his arrest. When
asked how the bloo t came to be en his hands
he repl ed insolently with a strong Irish ac-
cant: “Sure, didn’t 1 tell you I was a but ‘her,
That’s bicody work, you know.” - Phelan
was taken to the hospital dying. He is
stabbed in the neck and breast and several
other plices, Plcl.n arrived in the city only
three hours before he was attacked,” When
he reuched here ho went to J. ¥, Kearn: ¥'s
houss and the two went at once to Rossa’s
omfce. A few minutes after he entered the
office he was attacke’, o~

A printer who has a composing room
on the same floor next to Hosesu's office
said: *“ While a* ‘my work Jd  heard
a mnoise in Rossa’s ofiice, with the up-
setting of a table, followed by loud “angry
words and carsesc This continued for some
seconds, when something heavy was thrown
against the wall. A man cried out something
that sounded like ‘help!” The doar was
banged open and four men ran down stairs,
each trying to push the other out of his way,
Blood was trickling down the face of the last,
man.” Tae printer could not say whether
Rossa or Joyce was among the four men
who hurriediy left Rossa's office.

The police claim to have a letter from Rossa
to the wounded nfan tellim}; him to come to
New York to his office that he had important
business for him to atténd, and it is said the
ingention to kill him had been premeditated
for weeks, for giving away sccrets of the
fenian organization, &

Phelan was as<ed if he wanted a finister
or priest. *‘No,” he replied, I don’t want
snybody. Tdon't believe in religion, Iam a
follower of Bob Ingersoll.” The news of. the
stabbiug and shooting spread rapidly and in
quiries weremade on ull sides asto who Phalan
and Short were. Phelan appeare! to be
known to many men and identifls¢ witls sev
cral revolutionary movem-ntg, Rosss was
condemned by a numbeor of his compatriots
for giving publieation in his paper this wee
to an interview printed in the Kansas (
Journal purported to be had with Phelan, gi
ing a detailed account of theoperations of dy-
namiters in Kngland. Threats were made
against Rossu's lif:, and it was said that his
immediate friends had determined to form a
bodyguard to protect him.

Sho.t caiie to this country with the man
who in the summer of 1382 shot at Jim Me-
Dermott ia Captain Ryan's barroom in Cham-
bers street. He is said to be a native of Cork;
where he was one of the principal lesders of
the movement directed by Rossa. A long in-
terview in the Kansas City Journal was pub-
lished by Phelan | lately. It i3 said
that' in June, 1283, Phelan started on a
voyage to Ireland. His absence was
made notable from the faet that during
his sojourn in Ireland, Carey, the informer,
alias Powers, was shot hy Patrick O'Donnell.
The description given of U'Donnell tallied al-
most identically with that of Pheian, and. for
evera! days it was believed here th:t-O'Bon-

ell was the alias for Phelan, and that the
“‘captain” himself, who is noted as one of the
crack rifle and pistol ‘scotg of the west, had
been selectad to foliow and kill the infamouvs
Carey. Phelan returned safe and sound,
but came nearer to being transported
for life during his absence than many
of: his fricnds have any idea of. I the
interview he g:ve away the account of the
attempt to biow up the. steamer Quedn at
Liveérpool, and #1s0 the attempt to blow up the
Caledonia railway statidn in Glaszowy? He
mentioned the names:«if the m n who were
into thesejobs.

He: said
romainir g in midstream on the Mersey and
hustling passcugers ashore alone prevented
the work. He said Kcarney showed him
wiere the acid from the machine which was
to explode the dynamite had eaten th't‘\llah
the lining of his coat, and told him the follow-
ing sto. v of his failure to accomplish the
undertaking: The plan was to arrange the
explosive su that it woald take place a‘ter all
the passengers had leit the oat, and about
two hours after she had lardel atthe dock
He bad taken with him fi.tcon pounds of
dynamite—enough to blow up the pyra-
mids—and had placed it in a (l-ll:k 1
place in the hold cf a vessel below the main
deck, stutfed behind some boxes, and between
the two »nees of the vessel. The dynamite
wai sewed up in a sack, a pe:cnfs:on cap was
in its place and he intended ro aftach a littie
brass rmachine with the acid which explodesthe
cap. Justbefore leaving the boat and during
the excitement attending this digembarkment
the machine wias srranged to jrun for two
hours. He afterward gol the dyhamite off the
ves:el by inforiming an officers’ The officer
gailthit the plot bad been tclegraphed from
New York. o

Phelan was one of the originators of the
skirmishing fund apd was at oue time sus
?cn:tnd of being the famous “No. 1” mentioned
by informer Carey. He has been an Irish
natiopalist all his life and has been always
piominent in Irish revolutionary movemen's.
Short is said to be one of the Irishmen who
were driven to this country by the treachery
ot “Jim” Mci'ermott of Brooklyn, who is now
believed to bs in the pay of the British govern-
ment as a spy. : >

At the hospital Phelan said he was a native
of Ireland. His clothing was cut in several

laces and the four stabs in the back were
light, and the two just below either hhuu“}«,r
vere two inches deep; the seventh was in the
ight side of the neck and snother venetrated
Lie chest, and each arm had received athrust,
The right arm was alinost severed at tho
shoulder. The patient showed-great fortitude

Rossa came to his
office afterward and pretended ignorance
of the whole affair. When told a man

he smiled -incredulously. Afterwards he
showed consternation and hsked for all the

articulars, He wasitold to go to the station
wouse for information and suddeunly locked
his deor and disappeared.

says: “‘Before leaving New York I Beramo
pumber of leading ly:
aﬁimwrs. Among them was John F. Kearney,
who arranged the explosion in the Caledon s
railway station at (Hlasgow. Keadiney bl w
up the station and part of the gas works
in that city. Rewards were offered by
the British government for the apprehension
of Kearney and ho was obliiedh to escape to
this country. I sailed in the steamer Bel-
Tm'ia. and Kearney was to follow me three
days lster in the steamer Queen. I knew an
attempt would be made to blow up th» Queen
two hours after she landed, but did not know
the details of the plot.” , Afier describing the
arrapgements made for their meeting in Kd-
inburgh Phelan says: “On my arrival st
:lasgow I looked eagerly every day for news
of the arrival of the steamcr Queen, and ‘n
every paper I picked up expected to
see heralded in laring headimes the
destruction*of the absent_vessel.” He then
describes his failure to meet Kearney in
Hdinburg, where he fell in with an English
detsctive, who ingratiated himself into his
confidence, claiming :to be a nationalist.
Learning his true character Phelan elud:d
him and returned to Glasgow, where he met
Kearney, who described the f:ilure to blow
up the steamer as above related. Phelan in
the interview minutely describes the mechan-
ism of the machine. He says: “Itis a simple
affair but does its work with fatal precision.
The machine consists of a res:rvoir of acid,
which drops drop by drop on a little hollow
tube or faucct. Around the faucet are
wrapped sheets of tissue paper. It takes the
acid a minute to eat through each sheet, The
exp.osion is timed by sheets of pgper, although
the flow of acid i1s a.so regulated when it
comes from the reservoir, In this case 120
sheets of paper were wrapped around this
little faucet. When the last sheet is eaten
through, the acid enters the tube and runs
down to the end, directly under which the cap
is placed, and then thei,gcluge. The machine
makes no noise, is not liable to get out of
order, is as insidious as death, and seldom
stops untii it is demolished in the disaster i
has cansed,” When Phelan learned that
drpamite had been lgft on board the Queen,
and thst Kearnay had not placed the machine
in positien, he obtained from the latter a dia-
gram showing the location of the explosive,
and determined to go to the vessel
and inform the officers of its pres-
ence, as he feared the explosion
might occur through the rolling of the dyna-
toite when the steamer was at sea and many
innocent lives be sacrificed. He went ou
board the steamer and made known the
object of his visit to the officer, informing him
wh re the dynamate was secreted. With the
officer he went to the spot and "found the
dynamite was not_ there. The officer then
said to Phelan: “We found that dynamite
fifteen minutes after we landed. We had a
telegram from New York saying it was herc
and describing the exact location,”

Phelan described | his efforts to shake
off the dotectives, who haunted him
afterwurds and who tried by every
means to induce Rim to turn informer.
He tinally escaped to Rotterdam, after assist-
ing Kearney to escapeé to Paris. Continumg,
Phelan says two detectives learned the dyna-
mite was on board the Queen. I could not
conjecture, as Kearney said none krew of ine
fact except Hossa, Kearney and myself,
When asked whit was Kearney's objectin at-
tempting to blow up the steamer he said:
* Just to get uv some excilement and scarc
Kngland a little.”

O’'Donoven Rossa could not be found this
evening. A friend of hissaid he had lately heard
walk of treachery among certain partics, but
was surprised that men should so far forget
themselves as to fight, He was sure Hossa
knew nothing abour the affair, and if Rossa
had been present the stabbing would have
been prevented.

At a late hour to-night Phelan's condition

‘had not improved. The physicians think he

wiil die,

NEw YORK, Jan, 10.—At 2 o’clock this morn-
ing the surgeons entertained some hopes of
Phelan’s recovery. .Three additional wounds
were discovered in the patieut's head, making
twelve in all.

Kansas City, Jan. 9.—The news of the
stabbing of Captain Phelan created a stir of
excitement hers. His absence was not gener-
ally known and only a few fiiends were aware
of his vis:t to New York.

HIS TESTIMONY TABOOED.

An Fufidel Not Allowed to Swear at The
Swaim Court-Martial,
WasaINGTON, Jan. 9 —In the Gen.
Swaim court martial to-day the court ruled
out the testimony of a witness, De Akers
upon the ground of his want of belief in

the existence of a Supreme Being.

In arguing in tavor of the admission of
De Aker’s testimony, Judge Wilson, coun-
gel for the defencepsaid the ‘objection of-
fered by the judge advocate was a relic of
barbarism, invoked by the prosecutioa for
the purpose of reaching certain ends de-
gired by them, It was an appeal to a
rule that long prevailed in common
law, but which with the advance of

civilization and | enlightenment ~ was
fast brushing away. The principle thyt
was invoked was a kind of principle whigh
justified the hanging or burning of women
because they were witches, and whicn
had sent many noble men to the stake. It
was the duty of every court to lend its aid’)
in making this rule aBsolcte and putting it
out of existence, Judge Shellabarger, for
the defense, contendéd that to exclude the
testimony of this witness the prosecution
must pot only show that he does not
believe in the existence of a God, but
must make it appear that he does not stand
uoder asense of moral responsibility to tell
the truth, It was a question whether this
sort of objection did not fall within the
prohibition of the federal constitution,
which forbids tests-of religious belief,

The judge advocate replied dricfly, con-
tending that his action was justified.

Do Akers wag called and interrogated
by the court. | He was asked:
“What is your understanding of the ob
l'gation of an - oath?” He replied:
**| understand the court represzents the
majesty of the |repablic, and auny
oath it may choose to presciibe
for me I shall Yecognize, whether it be by
the Supreme Beirg, by Mumbo-Jumbo or
by anyone else. I do not know that I csn
afswer any question any ware int-lhi
gently.” In reply tp furtier questioning
ne said: ‘I understand I am here-io telt
the truth,” and when asked what penalty
he would incar by a disregard of the truth,
gaid: “‘The contempt of honest men, the
*knowledge that I have failed to dizcharge
my duty to society and of course to the
goveroment.”

Without consultation the court decided
his testimony was inadmissable.
