Ms Railway FaclUUrs.
First, that of aceeasibility. Already the 

problem off rapid transit between Mimico 
and the centre of Toronto has been settled, 
and it is now possible to go from any of 
the house» in the village to a business house 
in the centre of Toronto in twenty minutes or 
less with the choice of fifteen or twenty 
trains esoh way daily, and the prospect of
____ number being Urarely augmented in the
near future. The track of the Great West­
ern rune from the Union Station through 
Parkdale, High Park, Windermere. Hnm- 
ber, and Mimico, and the authorities 
of the road have already in view 
the extension of the double track from Exhi­
bition Park westwards to Mimico, and the 
erection ot a new bridge over the Humber. 
Which would give a good, .safe and very 
speedy mode of travel between Mimico and 
the centre of the city. A still further im­
provement is the probable early construction 
of a Grand Trunk loop line from Mimico to 
Weston, and then along the northern bourn 
clary of Toronto parallel with the O. JMu, to 
Little York, relieving the lines along the 
water front as much as possible of through 
traffic. With this done the Grand Trunk 
will be free to run a double track suburban 
service from Victoria Park to Mimico. And 
there is the immediate prospect of the constric­
tion of the Niagara Central and the G.r.K. 
extension to the Niagara River. These two 
roads may be consolidated, but certainly one 
of them will be built immediately right 
through Mimico and along the lake shore to 
Union Station, making a competing line with 
the Great Western. But even s, things are 
the question of rapid transit, as has been al­
ready stated, is settled: and there is les, diffi­
culty in getting Irom Mimico to the centre 
of Toronto than there is in getting to the 
centre from many of the northerly, north­
westerly and * northeasterly sections of the 
citv. which are merely dependent on the 
street car service. The railway service is not 
ontv more rapid than the street cars, but it is 
cheaper, cleaner, warmer and more reliable.
