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be civilization of our age, and which would en-
title the governments which achicved it to the
gratitude of mankind,”

Lord Clarendon was-undoubtedly right in be-
Jieving that for the accomplishment of such a
work the two nations must be in harmony, with
by-gones by-gones, and the past forgotten. But
the idea that time alone would accomplish this
without reparation for the wrongs we have suf-
fered, is one that indicates a singular misappre-
ciation of the past, and a misreading of the cha-
racter of the American people. ~Their devotion
to international reutrality, as a sacred and so-
lemn duty, whose wviolation would tarnish their
honor, and render them sustsined by their neg-
Ject, is written on the earlieat and the latest
page of their history; and were thenations of
the world assembled at Lord Clarendon’s sugges-
tion to make a perfect code, they would, with
Canning, take as a guide the neutrality practiced
by Wasbington, declared by Jcfferson, and em~
dodied by Hamilton in those instructions Collec-
tors, which, after sixty years, when we had oc-
-cusion to demund a just reciprocity, where found
by England to have exceeded the bourds of what
ehe held, as regards us, to be the just limits of
neutrality. -

When in 1795 tuere was danger of the equip-
ment of vesseisin the ports of the United States
for thefpurpose of commi:ting hostilities on a na-
tion at peace with us, the moment it was per-
ceived that such enterprises would be attempted,
orders to prevent them were sent to every Hlate
and port of the Union. When seventy years later
we pointed to the iron clads in English ship-
yards fitting out for our destruction, and deman-
ded the like protection, no principle of interna-
tional law, no precept of international comity, no

remembrance of our honest neutrality in the

past, no regard for the spirit of treaties, ner for
our rights, our honor, our feelings as a nation,
sufficed to secure a respeciful attention to our re-

momstrances or an effcctive remedy against the |

threatened outrage.

Lord Clarendon knows, and every Englishman
knows that had England been thus treated, no
amiable cratory, ne diplomatic salves, could have
availed to make by.gores by-gones, without an
honorable reparation, full, complete and satisfac-
tory.

Withcut such reparation, time instead of heal-
ir.g and forgeifulness, brings increased strength
and vividuess to the popular conviction, that

" Kogland owes a national reparation, and that
sooner or later debt is to be paid; not by a decla-
ration of war upon cur part, but by her own fol-
Jy or her own justice

Sirong in her continental might—risen like a
giant refreshed from her struggle with Siavery,
which she crushed by whet the London Times
denounced as the cruel policy of emancipation,
occupied for the moment in linking by rail the
Atlantic and the Pacific, and making her metro-
polis the financial centre of the world—America
<an afford to wait; but can England?

¢

Let England become entangled in & war with
any power on earth, or with any insurgents on
its own wide territory, who may claim recogni-
tion as belligerents, and find new Lairds in for-
cig;x Birkenheads to furuish them with other
Alabamas ard F.oridas and Georgias and She-
nandoahs. and trans- Atlantic judges whose de-
votion to English law shall lead them to follow
the rulings of the Lord Chief Baron in the case
of the Alexandra, and where would then be the
British commerce that so gle:fully absorbed that
of the Republic?

Or let England become involved in war with
the United States, and the thing may happen
suddenly,especially since Mr. Reverdy Johnson's
too amiable and indiscriminate affibility, delud-
ing the English and irritating the American peo-
ple, has created the idea of peace while rcopening
wounds which, till they are healed, make peace
impossible ; let war ensue despite the earnest ef-
forts of the Government and of good citizens to
prevent such a calamity which would embitter
the two nations for at least another generation,
and where thea would be England’'s Commerce ?
And where would be her possessions in British
America !

Mr Bright said of such a war; « Itwill bes |

war upon the ocean. Every ship that belengs to
the nation will, as far as possible, be swept from
the sea.”

And in regard to Canada, The London Times,
during the closing campaign of the Rapidan,
