Painful Accidents.

changes in the tariff, would have done much
to avert the recent financial disasters through
which the nation has been passing. That

the party entrusted with the ibility
of governing the country should fritter away
month after month in childish and unseemly
squabbles, instead of dealing promptly with
these great matters, incensed the people, and
led them to meet out speedy and sure punish-
ment upon those who _were believed to be
largely responsible for much of the arouble.

By_a strange principle of their legislative
system the present members continue inoffice
until March 4th, '95, while the House just
elected will not meet till December, '95, un-
less an extra session is called at an earlier
date. Thus the men who have met defeat
at the polls still have the power of legislat-
ing for several months longer. After that
time President Cleveland and his cabinet will
have to deal with a Congress which is hostile
to them in both branches.

—A BicvcLisT has asked us to call the at-
tention of the public to the fact that the
members of his fraternity have rights which
the travelling public is bound to respect.
He declares that about one-half the public he
meets never thinks of such a thing as turn-
ing out and giving the man on his wheel a
part of the road, and that frequently, to the
risk of accident, he is pelled to draw
away out of the highway upon the edge of
the ditch or gutter. This is a mistake on
the part of the driver of teams. It has been
decided by the eourts that a man on a bicycle
has the same rights under the law as a man
in a carriage and is entitled to the same
privileges. He can, therefore, claim a share
of the road and hold the driver of the team
ponsible for any accident should he fail to
getit. This does not, of coarse, hold good in
regard tosidewalks. Bicyelists have noright
to be there, and pedestrians need not give
way to him when there. Indeed, we presume
the wheelman is liable to the same penalty as
the driver of teams if he persists in riding
upon sidewalks. In these times, when bicy-
cles are becoming 80 numerous and are used,
not as toys or playthings, but as adjuncts of
business, it is well to bear these things in

" mind, and give the man on his wheel his
share of the right of way. The bicyclist,
therafore, must be given a chance. . He has
come among us to stay, and his rights must
be respected.

~—REPORTS of sales in the English market
bave been so favorable during the past few
weeks that apple specalators are again buy-
ing quite eagerly. The prospect now indi-
cates that all the apples in the valley, of the
winter varieties, will be bought up for ship-
ment across, leaving only those of inferior
grade and variety to be sent to our local
markets. The earlier shipments to London
resulted in rather heavy losses to most of our
shippers, but in nearly every instance this
was owing to the condition in which the
fruit was landed. Some of the steamners
which have been carrying fruit appear to be
wholly unfit for the parpose, the want of
ventilation and intense heat of the hold of
the steamer partially cooking the apples
during the voyage across. As a result a
part of the cargo is reported slack or in bad
condition, selling for barely sufficient to pay
expenses. We suppose it would take a small
fortune to fight one of these steamship com-
panies and make them pay damages for the
loss sustained in such cases; but it should be
done, in order to compel the companies to
exercise greater care in carrying our fruit.

Apples which arrived in good condition
realized remunerative prices; and there is
now every indication that this will be the
case till the end of the fruit season.

—TaE local authorities of British Colum-
bia have adopted rather a novel method of
protecting the fruit growers of that province
sgainst competition from Ontario. The
health officer of the Pacific province has pro-
nounced a carload of Ontario apples, just
landed there, infected with the codlin'moth,
and has given orders that the fruit be at
once destroyed and the barrels burned, or
that the entire lot be shipped out of the pro-
vince. This is & new feature of the apple
trade which growers and shippers will
scarcely know how to meet. Just what
grounds there may be for this action on the
part of the local authorities is not quite clear.
As there are many carloads now on their
way there, however, it will involve a serious
loss upon some one, unless the restriction is
removed.

Massachusetts has of late years been spend-
ing something over §100,000 annually in en-
deavoring to exterminate this pest. It is
exceedingly destructive to fruit, and if the
Ontario apples really are infested with it the
people of British Columbia are of course
justifiable in taking stringent measures to

guard against its ravages.

of pork which netted him 1} cts. per lb.,
while the producis from his dairy of 14 cows
went far beyond his expectations, the yield
of butter averaging from 30 to Ibs. per
week and finding a ready cash market at
20c. and 24c. per lb.
