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—Apropos of the closing of the Cape Bre-
ton coal mines by the Dominion Coal Com-
pany, the Montreal Witness says:

““If these mines cannos be worked profit-
ably by any company, or if no company can
be found willing to work them, then the
miners and their families can only bow to
the inevitable; but if the Domirion Coal

Jompany (Limited) is closing down these

mines simply because they are less profitable
than other mines possessed by the company,
or becaase it wants to restrict production in
order to advance the price of coal, then it is
a question whether the provincial govern-
ment ought not to interfere, if it is open to
it to do so in order to secure the working of
the mines by another company or corpora-
tion. Companies are mere figmenta of the
law. They are understood to be created for
the pablic good and not for its harm. '1f the
Dominion Coal Company (Limited) has any-
thing like a monopoly of the coal lands of
Cape Breton, and is taking advantage of the
monopoly to ruin small mining communities
iu order simply to increase its profits, it is
doing what cannot be regarded as justifiable.
1f the company is not prevented by its con-
tract with the government or by the mining
regulations from ceasing to operate mines
without abandoning them to others who may
be willing to work them, then it is clothed
with powers of oppression which no company
should possess which is licensed by the gov-
ernment on certain terms and conditions to
develop natural resources in which the
country retains a share or partnership, as it
does in mines. Mining licenses or leases
should be subject to cancellation in case
operations are stopped for any length of
time. Otherwise the share of the country
ingthe yield of the mines becomes nil, and
the miners who are directly dependent upon
the operations of the mines for their own
and their families’ subsistence, as well as the
rest of the people of such communities in-
direcily - dependent upon the industry, are
ruined.”

The fact that the company have contract-
ed to deliver 800,000 tons of coal in Boston
annually is assurance that the quantity of
coal mined will be increased rather than
diminished but the fear is that mining oper-
ations will be centralized and several hither-
to prosperous communities ruined by the
closing of mines distant from the proposed
point of distribution. The company have
great powers under their charter, and while
the government can compel them to mine a

 stated quantity of coal annually, it is, we
believe, powerless to stipulate as to where it
shall be mined. It isto be hoped that the
government is i a position to compel the
company to operate all its mines, otherwise a
great injustice will be done. The centraliz
ing of production will enormously increase
the prosperity at that point, but it will do
80 at the expense of less favored ¢communi-
ties.

-

—United States Congress is now in session
and President McKinley’s address foreshad-
ows business cf much importance. The
currency question is the first on the list, and
while it is undoubtedly the most important
matter to be brought before the assembled
legislators, the president hopefuily compares
the present situation with that of 1866, when
the principal of the interest bearing debt of
the country amounted to nearly two and
a half billions of dollars. Between 1866 and |
1893 this debt was reduced to slightly [
over half a billion, and though che debt has |
increased rapidly since then, the president |
thinks the solution of the financial problem !
can be readily worked out. It is possible ’
that his hopes may be realized, but the sit- f
uation to-day is vestly different from that |
of thirty years ago. It was not then the |
difficulty of maintaining a parity between !
silver and gold that had depleted the treas- ]
ury. Bat to day it is the maintaining of an |
arbitrary value on all paper and silver cur- |
rency, keeping all at a par with gold, that |
forms the basis of the currency troubles,
With millions of silver money and silver |
certificates afloat, representing a real value |
of not more than fifty per cent of their face, |
redeemable in gold, the government has
been forced to borrow extensively to keep
its gold reserve at a nominal figure. The
treasury may now be well stocked but there
is not sufficient stability in the existing fin-
ancial policy to guarantee that the same
trouble that occurred during the Cleveland
regime will not be repeated. If the present
congress is composed of expert financiers, a
remedy may be provided, but the measure
will have to be a heroicone. The democrats
expect to fight the next presidential election
on the currency battle ground.

The message expressed satisfaction with
the action of the new Spanish ministry with
regard to Cuban affairs and a policy of non-
interference is advised till the effect of
Spain’s recent overtures is seen.

“dition for annexation and the president is
anxious that the United States flag shall |
float over the island.

Reciprocity, the sealing question; inter- |
national arbitration, the navy, and the Yu-
kon country are among the other subjects |
touched upon in the message.

AETNT A GEER

—Postmaster General Mulock is making
many radical changes in his department, |
and he seems to be a fairly successful finan- |
cier. A balance of a quarter of a million on
the right side is a pretty good showing for a
few months of the current year and is not all
attributable to the skilful marketivg of the
jubilee stamps either. Expenses have been
curtailed largely and the *‘ pennies saved ”
and the *“ pennies earned ” have figured up
a comfortable surplus. But Mr. Mulock is
working in the intcrests of a nation, and he
evidently understonds that a surpius in his
department is evidence that the people are
payiog just a trifls more for their postal
service than is necessary. He now announ-
ces that the rate on mail matter to the
Uagited Kingdom and British colonies is to
be reduced very materially, in fact placed
on a level with the rate for local service.
The change will be a popular one and there
is little danger that the loss entailed by the
reduction will embarass

the department.
Mr. Mulock proposes to revolationize the
post card issue by permitting the utilization
of the address side for advertisements. No
doubt this happy thought wiil greatly in-
crease the demand for cards, and be another
money making scheme, but it will detract-
from the dignity of the service to thus cater
to a particular class, and the project will
not meet with general approval. Adver-
tisers are not hampered by any lack of means
to tell their stories to the masses, and the
post office department is hardly called upon
to constitute itself a general bill board to be
placarded with the advertisements of busi-
ness fiems,

—The proposed establishment of a steam
packet service between Bridgetown, Anna-
polis and other points and St. John is being
favorably discussed in town. The business
men are in favor of it because it would in-
sure a quick and regular delivery of goods
purchased in the St. John market at rates
considerably less than when carried by the
water and rail route.
