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held, and the songs of joyous worship of God ha\'e succeeded the
horrors of these deeds of blood.

This region, too, was*the scene of the exploits of Logan, the
celebrated Mingo chief, to whose name a melanchely interest is
attached Ly his well-known speech, recorded by Jefferson, be-

ginning, “ T appeal to any white man to say if he ever entered
Logan’s cabin hungry and he gave him not meat? If he ever
came cold and naked and he clothed him not ?” Yet, in indis-
crimate “massacre, all his kindred were slain by the whites.
“This called on me for revenge,” he exclaimed; I have sought
it, I have killed many, T have fully glutted my vengeance. There
