They admin-
istered the communion there to a muhitude
of Scotchmen, chiefly Highlenders, number-
ing, he believed, no fewer than 6,900 people ;
i and a more intelligent, Christian people they
' had not in connection with their Church : nor
,had they in the world more enthusiastic
. friends of their Church. And yet there were
 eleven congregatious, and ouly one minister;

"and they (the deputation) were placed in the
' painful position of not being able, in truth,
[to promise them a speedy supply. They
| might, perhaps, at the time have sent preach-
ers who could speak English, but in the then
_state of their home Church, and the scarcity
i of Gaelic preachers they could give no pro-
| mise of pastors to them. It was then sug-
' gested what an advantage it would be if
| young men could be sent from the colonies,
speaking Guaelic or not, to stady here. By
“and by, efficient labourers went cut, preach-
ting English. They were able to send. out
| some missionaries ; the Preshytery of Pictou
: was strengthened, and most gallantly, with a
" great deal of Christian chivalry; that Pres-
bytery originated a scheme for sending to
this country, and supporting, so far as it was
! needed, the young men who should study
! here. Accor(ﬂngl_v, those four young men °
' were sent from the Iighland Scotch people
in Nova Scotia to stuly in this country.
They were assisted at first by the Presbytery
but during their later years they had been
able, by their own erergy and diligence, to
| support themselves. He had known them
I as intimate friends ever since they landed on
" these shores—two of them were members of
his congregation and two were members of his
father’s congregation. He had had the mos:
l{ntimate communion with them during the
‘last eight years—it looked but like a few
weeks since they first came from Nova Scetia
;—and he could with ali his heart re-echo
