CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Activity still pervades the lumber trade
of Ontario. So mutch lumber sold weeks
aso stall remnins ;n tie mil! ards ithat
shipments vil[ be made by rail throuagh-
out the entire winter. It is said that
some milis have several m:sllion feet yet 1o
move. Nuinerous enquiries for stock are
being received, but in sone instances
orders have been rejected owing to in-
ability to supply tlie lumber required.
For next scason's product:on business ts
progressing very favorably It was re-
ported that Watson & Todd had pur-
ciased the c.ut of W. C. Edwards & Co.'s
miils in the Ottawa valley. It is now
learned that the purchase includes all
of the first, second and third qualty
white pine deals ani 70 per cent. of ilicir
red pine. The same firm are also re-
ported io have purchased next season s
production of site r.nd rel pane deals of
the Hull Lumber Co. and A. A. Butell &
Co., 's well as the red pine deals of the
Pembroke Lumtiber Co. and A. & Pl. White,
of Pembroke. Manufactumrers report
numerous enquiries fron Great Britain
for red pine, and the prospects are that
fte price of this lumber will be hiQher
next year than in the past season. The
lath situition remains unchanged, the
available suipply beng far short of the
demand, and prices gradually stiffening.
In hardwoods soie contracting for next
season's production has taken place, and,
as far as can be Iearned, tlie prices
represent a sligit advance over lite figures
paid for similar stock last suminer.

VLaUREc AN) NEw iRNswVitK.
Il is ]atlle wvonder that the lumraberinen

in the castern provinces arc ncreastng
thcir operations in the woods this winter,
as they have been gaven every encourage.
nient by lie course wich puces have
taken during te past tîwo months. The
milis are cleaiad out of dry stotk and
aniîuf.cti.rers are daily îcfusaing orders

for coarse pine, spruîce anid hemlock
boards. Spruce clapboards arc lthe only
stock that as not constantly enquired for.
Thesc are low in frice and diflicult of sale.
Next season's production ofseveral of ithe
large mails an Quebec have been purhased
by tIhe shippers, Dobell, Ikckett & Co. and
W. & J. Sharples figur.ng promaneotly n
the transactions. ,ite places represent an
advance on last car's figuires, nue sale
betng rcported of 3 x 9 thian spruce, for
first open water shiipnient from Qîîuece,
at about 3is advansce upon last yets a
quotations. This, Iaowevcr, as an cxcep.
tional figure, and, niotwithstandng the
strength of the market, as a greater ad-
vance ihan manufacturers should expect.
Early shipments will be the ruie next
spring, as soie mills will sav during the
winter as soon as there is suflicient snowv
ta get Ings out. Up to one week ago
unfavorable weaither aid been expcrienccd
in sonie paris of Newn Baunswvir.k and
Nova Scoti.î, iîtus increa.n,: the cost of
logging. Notwithstanding this, ce judge
from repor'ts la hand tha lite prodution
of logs this wmler in tlie Maritime pro.
inces wili be fully one-third greater than

last scason.

M.%ANIrOllA AND nlRITISH1 COL.UMnIA.

The higher prices on white pine lumber,
as announccd by tue Lake of the Woods
manulacturers somte weeks ago, have been
firnily mtaintined. Bly the new lhit all
titmber and diension sitaff wvas advanced
$i per thousand, and boards, shiplap,
iloormng, ceîiang, sadng and fenuang ia.so
per thousand. Itis said tliat leaiers iave
aiso bcen informed iltat no Inote orders
for No. 2 dimension white ine can be
taken by the mails for immedi îie delivery.
Lath as quoted mn Vinn:peg ait $2.75 retal,
but fiae tendency as towards uither paces,
anid ai as predicted that $4 will lie reached
before the spnns. Iealets throughout
Maitoba have been notified of ai ad-
vance of Si per thousand n tue price of
British Columba shiplap, fir and cedar.
The demand for lumtber aI this se.îson as
remarkably good, andt orders for next
year's deivery aie beîag bookcd. Fron
tiis it wsotuld appear. that re.talers mnd
consumers do not expect lthat lower prices
wIli rae in s9'o. There as every pros-
pect of a large production of witale paine
logs this winter, and it is probable that
operattons will be comnenced on some
of the limats mn the Ratny Raver dastract
purchased last wseek fron the Ontario
government.

UNITEI bTATtib.

The general shoîtage of lumber n tlie
Unted States has induced some nanu-
facturers to inaugurale wm'ter saw'ing,
but as the lumber so cut, w'iil not be
ready for the market intil late in the
sprng, winter prces are not lakely to be
affectcd. The great shortage Im stock
appies chicfly to lows grade pate boards.
It is said that sales of No. 4 boards la tve
been amade at I>Dulutsh on the basas of $i a
per thousand. No. 3 boarls have sold as
higihi as $13.50 for next season's delivery.
At 'I'onawav.îndta ditere ts a great scarcity (if
i x8-mch, ao.inch and iz-inch box and
No. 2 and No. 3 barn, and prices iase ad.
vancecd from $i to $z pcr ithotsaind feet.

Deialers are pitting fotl cve:y efTort
to pîachase à x ta inch and 12 1t10h stock,
in bc shipped in by ras] during the winter.
Lately the demiiand for cuttng lai stock
laas amiproved. and prices are lakely to
aîd.antne. Thcre as a goud sto.k of ant.i
fine common and shaky cicar, and on
thiese gr.adies sbome SIais of pr.,.es is
reported. The lath maritket as as firni as
ever. In ChicaIo No. I white pine lath
as selins; at 5.1.50 and $4.75, and No. z
about 25 cents less. The demand for
hard«cood is ratier quiet, as manufaclut.
ing plants have shut down for the holid.y
se-ison. White asht as scarce and very
firat in pria e. Sales of miiapie have been
amide at Buffaio ai about $22 for inch and
$25 for thicker.
