IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

CAtnoulo DexoxsrraTion 1% Karey, — TrauBe,
APRIL 12,— A meeting of the inhabitants of the
county Kerry was held this day in the corc market
of Tralee, for tho purpose of ‘protesting against the
insuls offered to the Catholics of Ireland by the con-
duct of the crown officials at the recent trial of Da-
niel Sullivan, in estting sside all the Catholic jurors
on Account of their religion. The meeting wns ex-
ceedingly large, and the. attendance of the gentry
and clergy of the county very numerous. The chair
was taken by James (0’Connell, Esq., of Lakeview,
the last surviving brother of the Libersior. The
greatest ananimity prevalled. A series of resolu-
tious were adopted nssertiog the necessily of impar-
tinlity in the selection of juries—dencuncing the ex-
clusion of jurors on the ground of creed a8 o insult
to the entire cings t0 which the excluded indiriduais
belong—declaring that at the recent trenson felony
prosecution in Trulee, the setting aside by the crown
of all the Cutholics who wero called, had impreased
the people of the county with the conviction that the
individuals in question were excluded from the jory
box solely beenuse they were Catholics ; and that
tho existence of such a conviction in the minds of
the pecple with respect to the setting aside of jurors
wus dangerous to the peace, and adverse to the im-
provement of [reland. Tt wasalso resolved that pre-
linment ghould be petitioned to adopt such messures
a8 will prevent a rectirzence of the evil practice com-
piained, and 2 commitice was appointed to draw up
the petition.
