
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA AND THEGOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA ON THECONSERVATION OF THE PORCUPINE CARIBOU HERD

The Government of Canada and the Government of the United States ofAmerica, hereinafter called the "Parties":

RECOGNIZING that the Porcupine Caribou Herd regularly migrates across theinternational boundary between Canada and the United States of America and thatcaribou in their large free-roaming herds comprise a unique and irreplaceablenatural resource of great value which each generation should maintain and make useof so as to conserve them for future generations;

ACKNOWLEDGING that there are various human uses of caribou and that forgenerations certain people of Yukon Territory and the Northwest Territories inCanada have customarily and traditionally harvested Porcupine Caribou to meettheir nutritional, cultural and other essential needs and will continue to do so in thefuture, and that certain rural residents of the State of Alaska in the United States ofAmerica have harvested Porcupine Caribou for customary and traditional uses andwill continue to do so in the future; and that these people should participate in theconservation of the Porcupine Caribou Herd and its habitat;

RECOGNIZING the importance of conserving the habitat of the PorcupineCaribou Herd, including such areas as calving, post-calving, migration, winteringand insect relief habitat;

UNDERSTANDING that the conservation of the Porcupine Caribou Herd and itshabitat requires goodwill among landowners, wildlife managers, users of the caribouand other users of the area;

RECOGNIZING that the Porcupine Caribou Herd should be conserved accordingto ecological principles and that actions for the conservation of the PorcupineCaribou Herd that result in the long-term detriment of other indigenous species ofwild fauna and flora should be avoided;

RECOGNIZING that the Parties wish to establish co-operative bilateralmechanisms to co-ordinate their activities for the long-term conservation of thePorcupine Caribou Herd and its habitat;
