promotion of f riendly relations and co-operatian among States,

RECOGNIZING in particular that everyone ha& the right ta if e, liberty

and aecurity of person,. as set out ila the. Universel Declaration of Hunan

Rights and the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights,

DEEPLY CONCERNED about the vorld-vide escalation of acte of terrorisa in

ail Its forma, which endanger or tae. innocent human lives, jeopardize

fundamental f reedoma and serioasly impair thie dignity of humen beings,

CONSIDERING that unlavful acte against the safety of maritime navigation

isapardize the. safety af persoa and property, ueriously affect the. operation

of maritime services, and undermine the. confidence of the. peoples of the vorld

ln the safety of maritime navigation,

CONSIDERING that the. occurrence af suci acte isa e stter of grave concern

to the international coumunity au a viiole,

bEING COM INCED of the urgent vned to develop international ca-operation

batween States lua deviaing; and adopting effective and ptactical measures for

tiie prevention of all umiauful acte against tiie safety af maritime navigation,

and the. proeecution and puniahment of their perpetratora,

NECALLING resolution 40/61 of the General Assembly of tiie United Nations
