
AGREEMENT EETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT 0F CANADA AND THE GOVERNMENT
0F THE FEDERAL REPUBLIC 0F GERMANY ON SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNI-
CAL COOPERATION

The Governme7lt of Canada andi the Government of the Federal Republic of
Gei-many

Desirous of strengthening further the close and friendly ties between
them,

Wishing to broaden the scope of ail aspects of scientific and technological
cooperation between the two states, for peaceful purposes and for their
mutual benefit,

Recognizing the beneficial effects that such cooperation can have on the
quality of life and economic well-being of their respective peoples,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

The Contracting Parties undertake, in accordance with the laws and
regulations in force in each of the two states, to facilitate and to encourage
scientific and technological cooperation and exchanges of information and
personnel between the agencies, organizations and enterprises in the public
and private sectors of the two states.

ARTICLE II

The Contracting Parties will together determine those areas of coopera-
tive activity to be carried out under this Agreement, and the ways and means
of promoting and implementing such activities.

ARTICLE III

In order to promote the implementation of this Agreement, the Contract-
ing Parties, will consuit once a year, or as often as is, considered necessary,
alternately in the Federal Republic of Germany and in Canada. In particular,
the following matters will be subjects for consultation:

a) The determination of cooperation under this Agreement for the fol-
lowing year,

b) The discussion of fields of cooperation,
c) The handling of ail problems arising in connection with this

Agreement.

ARTICLE IV

The costs (including salaries) of visits and exchanges taking place under
this Agreement shall be borne by the sending state unless other arrangements
are agreed upon between the agencies, organizations and enterprises con-
cerned. Apart from foregoing, the responsîbilîty for any costs which might
become necessary for the realization of any projects or programmes
