
These records shall be open for inspection by the Courts in Egypt whenl
sucli inspection is required in connection with a case coming within their j-
diction; 'eertified copies of sucli records shall be furnished upon the requel
any such court.

ARTICLEs 13.

Any dispute between the High Contracting Parties relating to the il
pretation or application of the provisions of the present Convention, whieh
are unable to settie by diplomatie mneans, shall, on the application of or~
the Parties to the dispute, be submitted to the Permanent Court of 1nternatý.
Justice.

If, however, there is at present in force between auy orthêIIigh Contrai
Parties and Ris Majesty the King of Egypt as treaty of arbitration prow
for another tribunal, this tribunal shall, for the duration of this Conventio'
substituted for the Permanent Court of International Justice for the puri
of this Article, even thougli such treaty of arbitration may have ceased to
for other purposes.14

The present Convention, 'with the exception of the annex referred I
Article 3~, has been drawn up in a single copy in the English and Fr
languages. Both texts shail be equally authentie for the purposes of its i:
pretation.

ARTICLE 1à.

The present Convention shahl be ratiied and the instruments of ratificý
shail be deposited as soon as possible at Cairo. The Royal Egyptian Go'
ment shall undertake the registration of the Convention with the Secret
of the League of Nations.
