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Mr. LADN ER: The world's poultry con-
greas is to be held in London next year. Can-
ada occupies a particularly prominient place
in that coming event by reason of thie fact
that one of her highest and best offloials,
Mr. F. C. Elford, is presideint oof the congres&.
He is a gentloeman with a high reputation and
is internationally known. In view of the
fact that this exhibition is held once in three
yeare, and considering thie rapid development
of the poultry business in Canada and its
extension to foreign markets,. is provision
being made in these estimates for Canada's
participation in the congress?

Mr. MOTHTERWELL: In the supple-
menteries there is $25,000 for the purpose.

Mr. KENNEDY: Does the minister's de-
pertinent control the regulations in regard to
the grading of nieats?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: Yes.

Mr. KENNEDY: What progrees have we
made in Canada in the grading of meats for
home consumption, including beef, pork, mut-
ton and lamb?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: We have regu-
lations on.ly with regard to beef and poultry.
The positions cif gradere of beef have recently
been advertised and are now under consider-
ation hy the Civil Service Commission.

Mr. KENNEDY: The departmesst has
spent a good deal of money to encourage the
production of lamb in Canada and has carried
on strenuous progaganda Vo keep up quality.
But we are permittiing New Zealand nxutton-
old ibu.oks I ibelleve-to orne'into Canada for
sale all over thbe country as lamb. What on
earth is the use of spendiing governiment
money to encourage farinere to produce lamb
when we a'low mutton to corne in frorn New
Zealand and be sold throughout the country
as lamb? This at once spoils the market for
the article which you are encouraging the
farmers to produce. I think it is fooliie.
We ought to have a grading rsyetem which will
protect the consumner against exploitation in
this regard.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: We bave given more
attention in Canada Vo the grading systein
than anywhere else on this continent anud I
think we might itry it out on beef on the
voluntary basis ibefore beginning with lainS-
even the old faehioned lamlb my hon. friand
ref ers to. The 'United States bas tried the
system but it is nothing to write home about.
I think, however, that if we in Canada per-
severe to the end we shaîl succeed.

Mr. GARLAND (Bow River): How long
bave the voluntaTy grading resolutions been
in force?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: As regards beef,
the regulations have just been gazetted and
the advertisements f or graders have been only
recently comxpleted. The matter is now be-
fore the Civil Service Comtmission and until
we have the graders appointed we cannot con-
sier the acit ini force.

Mr. GARLAND (Bow River): Doe the
minister anticipate that the butehers are going
to aak him to send his inspectors to stamp
their ineat?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: They wtill ask the
department to have their beef graded. The
regulations apply only to the abattoirs, who
have already lied Several conferences with the
heef grading committee which has travelled
t.hroughout the coun'try for the last twelve
months, and they hiave agreed to, cooperate
with us in a voluntary way.

Mr. KENNEDY: Te there any con-
stitutional dificulty in the matter of beef
grading so far as the provincial governments
are con.cerned?

Mr. MOTHERWELL: We have no duf-
ficulty. and in an~y case the provinces have.
passed the necessary concurrent legislaticm.

Mr. KENNEDY: If the depas'bment cau-
prevent mutton 'being sold as lamb they should
take steps in the matter at once.

Mr. MOTHERWELL: I aippreciate my
hon. friend's support of the general policy of
ment grading. We are now at the stage
where home oonsuimption is satiefied by home
production, and we intend to try out the
system with heef before applying it to lamb.
We have had a nurnber of representatioris, and
I expect to go to the Pacifie during July, when
I shall make diligent inquiries into the desir-
ability of pursuing the grading system furthei
in the direction inidicated.

Mr. ROWE: Doee the minister propose tec
make to the Canadian national exhÏbition the
grant I suggest? The exhibition is wortb
more than $5,000, especially when they are
putting up a building of such magnitude as the
one I have mentioned. The Canadian na-
tional exhibition contributes $36,000 annually
in floor space to the British Empire marketing
board and when it can do that eurely it is
only reasonable tihat this government should
give that fair $17,000.
