Supply-Items Passed

These are problems on which we should
not decide too quickly, and I believe that past
experience shows that we should not jump to
decisions.

The government's aim is and will always
be to provide a true broadcasting policy
which will give a certain amount of stability
to this very important field for years to come.
In addition, such a policy cannot be set out
overnight. It is necessary to think about it
very seriously and before finishing my re-
marks, I shall point out, for example, that if
we scrutinize the policy which has been
adopted following the presentation of the
Fowler report in 1957 to implement the
recommendations of that report, we see that
the first decision concerning this report was
taken at the beginning of 1958, that is one
year after.

I should say also that the problems which
have been raised in the report submitted in
1965 are not less important than those con-
tained in the 1957 report.
