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are included, followed by a description of items we were unable

to include for various reasons.

As the member for Dauphin--Swan River, I arn pleased to
note that the 1994-95 main estirnates incorporate a nuniber of
significant expenditures reductions set out in the February 1994
budget which amount ta $1.2 billion. These savings are com-
prised of reductions in areas sucb as operating budgets, $400
million; ministerial offices, $13 million; defence, $350 million;
cancellation of the EH-l0i helicopter programn, $395 million;
and international assistance, $91 million.

These reductions clearly demonstrate the government's abil-
ity to follow through on its plans and policies ta restore fiscal
responsibility. We are keeping our word.

Items flot included which total $2.9 billion essentially fal
into three categories: adjustments, reserves and allowances. for
lapses. With reference to adjustments, some elements of the
planned spending oould flot be incorporated ini the main esti-
mates bec-ause of the timing of the budget decisions or because
they depend on the passage of separate legislation.

However, let me reaffirm the government's intention ta
deliver on the fundamental policy reforms and expenditure
reduction measures involved. Major items in this category, aIl of
which are decreases, announced in the February 1994 budget
and flot reflected in the 1994-95 'main estimates include:
changes ta the unemployment insurance program, $725 million;
recluctions in subsidies ta businesses, $117 million; reductions
in non-statutory grants and contributions, $45 million; suspen-
sion of annual salar increments for public service employees,
$50 million; and a reduction in the House of Commons budget,
$5 million. The total savings anticipated from these adj ustments
in 1994 are $942 million.
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Lapses caa occur due to many factors which are diffic
preicit, ranging from contractual delays with outside part
weather induced delays on construction projects.

Thus far in discussing these main estimates I have fo<
entirely on the significant features of the government's plh
spending and direct budgetary action to reduce expenditur
addition, I would draw members' attention ta the fact that
estimates documents also contain information on nain
initiatives which the goverfiment has under way ta imi
service delivery ta Canadians and to make government
efficient. Highlights of these initiatives are provided in F
chapter 5 of the main estimates.

Improving service delivery ta Canadians can be accompl
without increasing expenditures through greater ca-opel
with other levels of government, redesigning service del
mechanisms and establishing a regulatory regime that en
ages competitiveness and economic growth.

For example, the Minister of Intergovernmental Affair
Minister responsible for Public Service Renewal is co-ar<
ing and steering a procesa ta examine overlap and duplic
and ta clarify federal-provincial roles and responsibi
through co-operative intergoverninental arrangements.

The federal government has invited the provinces to eXa
such areas as securities regulations, environmental asses5
regulations, food inspection, access ta governinent bus
programs and services, student aid administration, driig
secutions, social housing and labour market programns.

Another initiative designed ta improve service delive
Canadians is the establishment of Canada business se
centres. CBSCs pravide a comprehiensive access poifl
information, assistance and referrals on ail goverimnlt
grams and service ta businesses. CBSCs are also inteiid
improve ca-ordination and ca-operation among federal dc
ments and agencies that offer prograins and services that iIn
or effect the business community. Aside from start-up fui
to offset technology investments, CBSCs are being establ
without new operating resources-

In conclusion, as the member for Dauphin--Swan Ri'
would note that the 1994-95 main estîmates reflect the 90
ment's resolve ta implement measures which it beliOvc
necessary ta restore fiscal responisibility while remnaiflir
sponsive and innavative ta ensure quality and efficieln
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
