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The balances carried over for 1919-20 are ostensibly $6,072.35, 
compared with $8,282.29 the year before. Actually, however, pur­
chases on the Germanic Seminary account, and British Blue books 
made last year but not paid for, reduce to $2,922 against $8,280 the 
year before, a reduction of more than $5,000.
