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CHILDREN SACRIFICED

Childg*é First Right is Robust
Health, Declares Dr. W,
E. Struthers.

The third annual conference of the
Ontario Health Officers’ Association
was concluded yesterday afternoon
when two excellent papers were given
on hygienic conditions among school
children, by Dr. 8. F, Millén, of Essex
County, and Dr. W. E. ruthers, of
Toronto. The conference whas at-

terided by over two hundred medical
health officers, representing 'almost
every. coynty in Ontario. From an
attendance standpoint the conference
was by far the best yet held, and all
of the papers which were contributed
were of a very high standard. On
every hand, the members of the as-
eociation commented on the practical
value of the information which had
been given out by the speakers.

At the morning session two papers
were read by Dr. D. A. McKillop,
M.O.H. St. Thomas, on “The -Milk
Supply of Smaller Towns and Cities,”
and by Hoyes Lloyd, B.S.A., Toronto.
on the “Urban Milk Supply.” The
problem was said to be much simpler
in the smaller towns, as the milk
reached the consumers when it was
only a few hours old, while in a large
city, it was often sixty hours before
the milk reached the customer. The
matter of the impurities, dilution, and
adulteration was thoroly gone into, and
practical hints were given as to how
to insure a pure milk supply. If the
milk was tampered with, analysis
would reveal the fact, and then condi-
tions would remedy the defect.

A luncheon was tendered to the
medical health officers in the Parlia-
ment Buildings, which was attended
by practically all of the delegates.
Addresses were given by Rev. John
McNeill. of Cooke's Church, and by
Hon. W. J. Hanna.

Rural school conditions were de-
scribed by Dr. S. F. Miller in his paper
on “Sanitation.” ‘The death rate for
children between the ages of five and
fourteen years should be very low
ir.deed, he claimed, but statistics show-
ed that it was fully half as great as
that of persons between the ages of
50 and 60. By far the greater number
of these children died of preventable
diseases. The duty of * the health
officer, the speaker claimed,  was to
minimize the prevalence of these dis-
eases. Thirty-five per cent. of deaths
among students, and 24 per cent. of
the mortality among school teachers
was found to arise from tuberculosis,
while that among the whole population
was only 7 per cent.

lr)\,specﬁon Was Needed.

Describing conditions in the County
of Essex, he said that matters hdd
advanced to such a stage that the
board of health had considered it ad-
visable that he make an inspection of
all the schocls. Very bad conditions
were found to exist there. The wells
were in very bad shape, the seats
were too small for the children, venti-
lation was bad, and in one case the
flooring was 'sol badly cracked that
the cold could not be kept out during
the winter season. As a result of the
investigation, conditions were reme-
died during the year, and the health
conditions of the school children had
been greatly improved.

Dr. Struthers, in his paper, dealt
with urban conditions in schools. The
greatest evils were imperfect ventila-
tion, and - poor dental conditions
among the school children. Hun-
dreds of young lives, Dr. Struthers
asserted, had been sacrificed on ac-
count of the rudimentary laws of
hygiene, sanitation and right living,

Duty to Nation.

The prevention of bad health among
children was a duty which the school
owed to the nation. The child’s first
right was that he or she should
possess robust health, and the great
and primary object was prevention
and not cure. The relation of health
to e(luqattion was emphasized, The
work which has been done by means
of dental clinics In s¢hools was dealt!
with, and the importance of close co-
operation between ' ‘tHe ' schdol ‘nurse,
the physician, the teacher, and the
school - dentist  was' said to  be neces-
sary for the attainment of the best
results.
