You may talk, harangue, and fwag-

ger about it, as much as you pleafe ; but if

you cannot, or dare not, enforce it, I \7ill

be bold to fay, that it is ideal and viQonary^

and that you give up the fubjlance, whiltf

you grafp at a mtxtjhadow.
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I have not patience with thofe gentle-

men, who, through their ignorance of

human nature, or an untimely timidity of

difpoiition, talk of afcertaining the right of

taxation^ and yet are for repeating the

Stamp-Aft. Such a fcheme as this is im-

pofliblc, in the very nature of things ; and

to attempt it will be giving up both the

right and the power, in as clear a manner,

z&fa6ls are more exprefs, and indifputable,

than words. Is it credible that tbe Colo-

nifts will fubmit to any future impofitionj

when they have found, by joyful experi-

ence, that they have nothing to do, but to •

rife up in arms, and oppofe violence to

legal authority ?
