On looking for the cause of his fright, 
he is likely to pick on some inoffensive 
rock as the oftending meteor, and the 
Investigator has to go sadly home 
again. So a really authenticated fall 
is of some interest, particularly if the 
time and prevailing atmospheric con­
ditions at the time are noted.”

The Southampton football team, which 
returned home pu Saturday after 'a three 
months’ tour in South America, bad a 
curious experience at Monte Video. While 
tne - saints ' were playing a local team, a 
few miles off the government troops uud 
the revolutionists were engaged iu u tierce 
conflict.

But in Uruguay, as in other South Ameri­
can countries, revolutions are such frequent 
occurrences that they are scarcely noticed, 
and iu this instance the people of Monte 
Video evinced far more Interest ln ttie foot­
ball match tnan ln the battle.

Football is In its infancy in South 
America, but the native players displayed 
a good knowledge of the code.

Altho the iSoutnampton eleven found the 
heat rather trying, they-managed to win 
every match by a substantial margin, and 
had only two or three goals scored against 
them. The netting of the ball by the home 
side was always the signal for a great de­
monstration, and on one occasion the 
crowd became so excited that they rushed 
on the field of play.

Profuse hospitality was shown to the 
Southampton team everywhere. At Buenos 
Ayres a public banquet was given ln their 
honor, at wnich the British minister pre­
sided.

So impressed was the Argentine Minister 
of War with the visitors and their prowess 
that he has issued an order that in future 
ail the regiments of the army must learn 
to play football.

On their departure from Monte Video 
the “Saints” were given an enthusiastic 
send-off by the crews of the British South 
American squadron, who astonished the 
natives when they rolled out the “Pompey 
chimes” and the Southampton football cry.
