Portsmouth, N.H., July 23.—Prepara-
tions for the peace conference .are pro-
gressing rapidly and satisfactorily, and
by Aug. 5, the day on which the plen.-
potentiaries are expected to 1each Ports-
mouth from Oyster Bay, on board the
Mayflower and Dolphin, all wil] be ir
readiness ‘for their reception.

The State of New Hampshire has al-
ready requested to be permitted to bea.
the expense of the plenipotentiaries th.u
out the conference, which will p:obably
be granted, the Washington gove: na«ent
undertaking the entire expense of the
equipments of the quarters for the con-
ference.

Two states will share the honor of
being connected with the great meet-
ing, for each day the plenipotentiaries
will come from New Castle, N.H.,, to
Kitterey, Maine, fcr their meetings, Bug
the scene of contact will invariably be
on -the Maine side of the river. At the
Wentworth care has been taken that
each mission may have the privilege of
absolute seclusion at all times,
