Middlesex Agricultural Society was
held yesterday afternoon in this city.
The result of the election of officers
Wwas published in last night's Adver-
tiser. The following is the remainder
of the proceedings:

The secretary’s report was submitted
by Mr. Chas. Trebilcock, in which he
said: “During the year death has
visited our ranls and taken away one
of cur most valued members, Mr. Wm.
Jackson. For years he was an earnest
worker in this society and his loss was
keenly felt. Mr. R. McEwen was elect-
ed to fill the Vacancy caused by his
death. This year the harvest was
Very good and the price of wheat ruled
higher. Other grain crops were good
and sold at fair prices. The wet wea-
ther in June and July aamaged the
hay crop badly, but on the whole it
has been a very profitable season, and
the farmers are looking forward to
better times. The various halls , were
well filled, the show of poultry was
large, and has ‘become one of the
leading attractions at the Western
Fair. The honey was also very good.
The stock exhibit was the largest ever
seen in London, but notwithstanding
our splendid accommodation and the
erection of new hog pens this year,
temporary ones had to be built for
the sheep and pigs. We were favored
Wwith a visit from Hon. G. W. Ross and
Hon. John Dryden, who were very
much pleased with the fair, and said
the stock exhibit was second to none
in the pravince. We, who have watch-
ed the Western Fair grow from year
to year to its present standard, ought
with renewed vigor to do all in our
Dower to make it a success.
