An expert of another company, who 

has been watching operations at the 
well on the Lever farm, near Flesher- 
ton, reported to his firm as follows: 
"At the depth of 1,880 feet a hard 
rock was struck. This was supposed 
to be granite, but after four or five 
hours the drill broke through the crust 
and a much softer material was en- 
countered. Those hard crusts have 
continued every 15 or 20 feet, but after 

a each hard crust more oily substances 
Iwere found. For the last 150 feet, the 

cuttings have been thoroughly satur- 
ated with this oily substance and the 
last two days I expected to see a flow 
of oil every time the drill went down.
