The son of Red de Clare married into 
the House of Geraldin in Ireland and 
received from Edward I a grant of 
lands, now known as County Clare. His 
heiress carried the county to the De 
Burghs and their heiress married 
Lionel, son of Edward III, thus making 
the county a dukedom and creating the 
title the Duke of Clarence.

The feminine form is said to have 
arisen in Italy as Chlara, and spread 
into France, where it was Immediately 
changed into Claire Though preferring 
the original Clare, the English ac­
cepted Claire, and it gained some vogue 
there .but In America it was adopted 
with enthusiasm and has undergone 
widespread usage.
