In Discriminating Duties Impos
ed b
the United States 80:1':20. 4

WASHING’I‘ON, July 8.—Among
amendments to the tariff agreed to to-
day was one exempting ‘labor organi-
zations, traternul.beneﬂclary socleties
and organizations exclusively for char-
itable and educational purposes, from

the operations of the corporation
provisions.

Amendments were adopted specifyi
Canada and the West Indrie:)ear:o?g
contiguous countries included in tfw
discriminating duty of 10 per cent, ad
valorem on imports not manufactured
in those countries and introduced into
the United States, and also extending
from two to six months in any one
year the period during which domestic
bullt foreign vessels may engage in the
coastwise trade. Another amendment
relieves the United States from all re-
ciprocal objections toward* foreign na-
tions in the matter of tonnage dues.

Senator Curtis gave notice of an
amendment he wil] propose to the bill
1 providing for a countervalling duty on
oil imported into the United States
from foreign countries which impose a
duty on American oil. The proposed
duty is to be one-half of the duty im-
posed by the other country on Amerl-
can oll,
