British Front in France and Bel-
gium, Saturday, Oct. 13.—(By the
Associated Press.)—wWith the excep-
tion of two brief intervals of sun-
;&ght. there was a continuous : hard
*'3in today on the Belgian front. This
$as most important news from the
rew battlefront, for it meant that the
low-lying grounds in the battle line
were rapidly being turned into that
state which represents Flanders-at its
worst, and Flanders at its worst has
few competitors.

Troops in the first line of the op-
posing armies wero lying out in this
wilderness of mud and -water with
little protecticn from the cold, driv-
ing rain, watching each other in-
tently, but making few attempts to
stir from their morass-bound ° posi-
tions. Desultory fighting was con-
tinuing, for the lin¢s come close to-
gether in many places, and rifles and
machine guns were bpouring streams
of bullets across No Man’s Land.

The British were clinging doggedly
to the strips of -territory which they
bad wrested frem the enemy on Frir
day. That Field Marshal Haig's men
were able to advance at all over. this
almost~impassable ground is still a
matter of wonder among observers,

As a result of yesterday's aitack
the British greatly improved their
Positions. especially along the import-
n)nt Passchendaele ridge and north of
Poelcapelle. In some few places
they made no advance at all, or
Tather were pushed forward and then
were forced to fall back because of
the muddy barriers which they en-
countered.

‘Representation for New Brunswick---Labor’s

Ottawa, bct. 14.—TLabor representa
tion in the mnion government is to e
a matter of early consideration, In
the reconstruction of the government
up. to the present time it has not
been found wvossible to provide for
special representation of jabor. But,
{t is understood in well.informed
circles, the subject is by no means
overlooked, and special attention Wil
be given to it by the prime minister
in the early future.

There is reason to believe also that
the prime: minister is anticipating ar-
rangements under which New Bnuns.
wick will have two representatives in
the .cabinet after next election. . 1in
the: formation of a union government
there is a mot unnatural feeling, which
may be gtronger in one province than
another, that consideration should e
given to both political parties. Any
such feeling in New Brunswick, it is
stated, will be met by such an ar-
rargement as is now under. considera-
tion.

Hon, J. D. Hazen, New Brunswick
representative in the former admin.
istration, is relinquishing his POrtIoLo
as minister of marine and fisnertes and
minister of naval service after six
years of work. During the past three
years. the work of the department of
naval service and the responsibiiities
entailed on the minister in connection
with the  defence of the Canadian
shores on both oceans, and the patrol
of the adjacent waters, have involved
constant and effective co.operation
with the admiralty.

Hon. Mr. Hazen is to be succeeded
as minister of fisheries by Hon.-C. C.
Ballantyne; the first Liberal to join
the union overnment. Mr. Ballantyne,
as minister of public works, is suc.
ceeded by Hon. Frank Carvell.

It is understood on very good au-
thority that the prime minister asked
Dr. - Michael Clark, formerly Liberal
member for Red Deer, to accept a
position in the cabinet. Dr. Clark,
however, felt that he would be of
more  service in the forthcoming elec-
tion if he were unfettered by any of.

It is understood that
after the elections Mr. Burrell will re-
tire as his pergonal desire, When the
labor portfolio is filled permanently a
representative labor man is likely to be
geiected. - Mr. Crothers may stay  a
while.

Hon. Mr, Carvell was given
choice of either the public works or
mamine and fisheries portfolio, . but
chose the former, wisely it is thought,
because of the extensive ramification
in the lower provinces pof the marine
department. The public works de-~
partment is Dominion-wide "in its
soope, and Mr. Carvell is not unfami-
lar” with its operation.

Another development is that of Sir
George Foster leaving North Toronto
and contesting one of ' the const-
tuencies in his native province of New
Brunswick, whose representation ‘he
will share with Hon. Mr. Carvell.

Outlook for Mr. Rowell,

Hon. Mr, Rowell may possibly run
in North Toronto, but prefers a rural
constituency.

The successful formation of a
union government intensified the de-
gire for an, early election and the 10th
or 17th of December is now most gen-
erally favored.
