foundry. The company was consid­
ered negligent In that the grab-buc­
ket, which, in some mysterious way, 
opened while directly above Hearst 
and allowed the sand contents to faU 
on him: causing a fracture of the 
skull, had been defective on several 
other occasions, which had not .been 
reported.

Hearst was working at a mold 
■when the bucket opened and the 
weight of the sand crushed his face 
against the inner wall of the mold.

The witnesses last night, -whowere 
In the foundry at the time of the 
accident, could not remember bavin « 
heard the warning gong rung by the 
oraneman operating the bucket.

C. Cheesman. government Inspec­
tor. sa'd he had been thru the works 
twice in threê months previous to the 
a-cident. and had not been told oi 
the defective bucket. Ordinarily the 
bucket open-:d by hand, but material 
in ths mechanism would cause thq 
premature dumping, which had oc­
curred some eighteen times in all.
