Montreal, Oct. 7.—A special London
cable says:— :
“A gemi-official German union of cham-
bers of commerce in Berlin is considéring
remarkable proposals by. the Weisbaden
chamber of commerce, to combat the Can-
adian and Australian preference ‘and the
expected early adoption of imperial reci-
procity when Mr. Balfour returns to pow-
er. The chamber declares that preference
between the motherland and the colonies
is a new keynote in the world of com-
merce in France and the United States,
as well as the British Empire, and im-
perils Germany’s promising - future mar-
kets and can no longer be met by the
most favored nation-formula or any other
similarly amicable methods.
“Europe cannot form a
they urge the German government to
forthwith approach - Austria, Switzerland,
Ttaly amd other countries hit by the prel-
erence in order to get up a counter pref-
erence union.
“The general comment here is that any
such German movement is certain to pre-
cipitate a British reciprocal tariff forming
the empire into a compact trade family.

sons this afternoon, while it is possible
that the death roll may be still further in-
creased. Of the victims, eleven were men
employed in the elevator while the other
two were women who tere walking near-

Y.

The fire destroyed the elevator, a flour
shed and seventy-five freight cars. The
loss is roughly $400,000.

The explosion, it is supposed, was due
to spontaneous combustion of the dry
grain dust, ignited possibly by the sun’s
reys through a window. With a concus-
sion which. could be heard for miles and
which shook every building in the town,
the roof was blown skyward, while flames
burst from every window and door of the
structure. The roof, o¢ the greater part
of it, was carried a long distance and .ell
in a field. Several freight cars, which

building were thrown over and broken
into a mass of wreckage and every per-
son within a radius of a quarter of 2
mile of the structure was knocked off
his feet and wholly or partially stunned.
Twenty-one men, all employes, are
known to bave been in the building at
the time. Of these, all but eleven had
been located as living late tomight. One
body was carried 500 yards and was found
in a field. .

French three-masted schooner  Juanita
has foundered on the Grand Banks with
her crew of twenty-five. The captain
only was saved, He spent thirty-six
hours on floating debris and had lost his
reason when picked up,
The Jusnita was owned in Granville,
France, by Yvon Freres and fitted out
for the banks fishing at St. Pierre early
last epring, and ' several - times during
the season came into Nova Bcotia ports
for bait. The vessel had a successful
season’s fishing, and was on her last trip
out from St. Piérre when the disaster
occurred.
The schooner was riding at anchor
when & gale came on and eo strained her'
that she opened at the bow and before
the crew could make gny effort to save
themselves the vessel had plunged bow
first, carrying to death twenty-five of her
crew,

The terrible ordeal through which
he had passed bereft him of his reason.

“Several days after his rescue, during
his conscious moments, the captain inco-
herently told of his sufferings and fight
for life while holding on to the frail
plank. To add to the-misery and danger,
two dogs which had been on the ship,
swam around after the ship went down,
and when daylight broke they swam to
where the sole survivor was clinging on
his frail life preserver, and attempted to
chare it with him by climbing on the
plank.

“Endeavoring to keep the dogs away,
which meant his death if they succeeded,
the captain grasping with one hand one of
the dogs he choked it into insensibility;
the other he succeeded in holding long
enough under water to drown and once
more the survivor had the plank to hime
self.”

Sydney, Oct. 7.—Captain William P
Spurr, master of the American tern
schooner George Sturges, reports the losa
of his vessel on October 4. The Sturges,
417 tons, left Campbellton for New York
on September 25 with laths. On OQctober
2 and 3, in lat. 47.52 North, long. 63.10
West, she encountered heavy weather,
losing her maste and sails, becoming
waterlogged and unmanageable and hav-
ing her pumps put out of commission.
On the 4th the Danish steamer Gen-
eral Consul Pallisen hove in sight but,
owing to the storm, could mot get along-
gide. A life line, attached to the hatch
of the schooner, was set adrift and after
this was seized by the steamer’s lifeboat
crew the rescue the men on the
schooner wae effected by means of life
buoys. ;

The crew of the Sturges were landed at
Cape Ray (Nfld.) and arrived here on
the steamer Bruce. Three of the crew
are Englishmen and the captain is a a-
tive of Annapolis.
