British Front in France and Belgium,
Oct 8,—(By the Associated Press.)
The Germans suffered severely in the 
British attack on Thursday and a trip 
along the battle front east and north­
east of Ypres Showed hundreds of 
bodies of German soldiers among the 
debris.

London, Oct. 6.—Further details of 
daring encounters between British avi­
ators and enemy airmen and submarines 
are contained in the official records of 
the admiralty published yesterday. The 
report of a squadron commander in the 
Royal Naval Air Service, who has been 
flying for the last eighteen months on 
the battle front, tells a thrilling story of 
attacking ten Gotha machines, single- 
handed 12,000 feet in the air. He fired 
100 rounds behind one of the enemy’s 
flyers at 100 yards range.
