aid of the Japanese government and peo-
ple.

“The rise and fall of your work in and
out of Korea depends solely upon wheth-
er you will the Japanese
government or not,” he wrote.

The Japanese investigator expressed
regret that churches and schools had been
fburned but declared they had been used
as “sinks of iniquity” by the Korean
malcontents, ; !

Replying to the missionaries’
that innocent men had been shot with-
out trial by the Japanese troops, Colonel
Mizumachi wrote: “We regret that there
may have-been some innocent ones among
.those shot but under ‘the circumstances,
it has been hardly possible to tell insur-

London, Jan. 27.—In an official report
to the Board of Trade from the British
embassy in Berlin on the industrial
enconomic situation in, Germany, Secre-
tary Thelwall declares. that, reviewing
the last two years, it is impossible not
to be struck by the evidences of im-
provement in ail departments of public
and- private life, with the important ex-
ception of state finance,

Germany’s chief weakness, he says, is
her inability to arrest the outflow of
paper money and if ultimate financial
collapse is to be avgided, the question
arises as to how she can be saved. The
time has been~passed when an inter-
national loan or credit would suffice.
He thinks, though it still shows signs
~of weakness, that 'the government’s auth-
"ority has steadily increased and that the
Socialists are a greater element of
strength outside than inside the cabinet.

The state machine is described as too

officials, but thé country is slowly get-
ting accystomed to the new rule and is
more inclined to obey it. ‘
