ATTACK SOUTHWEST OF SOISSONS BROKEN.

Paris, June 13—The attack southwest of Soissons, on the front between the
Aisne and the Marne, has been broken by the violent resistance of the French,
says a Havas correspondent, telegraphing from the front, ' The enemy, he says,
has made progress which is absolutely insignificant at a price of heavy losses.

;“Why British Are Not Sent in to
Attack

Paris, June 13—Gustave Herve, in his
newspaper La Victoire, undertakes to
answer a question, which he says reaches
him from many readers, as to why
should the remaindér of the western
front be inactive while the Germans are
making the greatest efforts, and why
should not the British make a strong at-
tack which would relieve the pressure on
the French.

The editor points out that General
Foch as generalissimo disposes of all the
Allied armies—British, American,French,
Ttalian and Portuguese. If he does not
move the British forces, it is contended,
it may be because there are still heavy
concentrations of German reserves be-
fore the British front and that the front
must be held solidly. General Foch
may also feel able’ witb the French re-
serves to defeat the menace toward
Paris.

“Qur generalissimo,” M. Herve con-
cludes, “knows too well the vital im-
portance, strategically and economically,
of the capital to leave it to the mercy
of any unfortunate chance.”

BRITAIN AND JAPAN
4 STURDY IN' FRIENDSHP

Right Hon. Mr. Balfour Repeatedly
Cheered in Speech in London

London, June 18—(Via Reuter's Ot-
_tawa Agency)—At a luncheon in the
House of Commons yesterday to the
Japanese ambassador and delegates at-
tending an international parliamentary
and commercial congress, Right Hon. A.
J. Balfour, foreign secretary, said that
Great Britain and Japan in the war had
no difference of opinion, no divergence
in aim and no arriere pensee which
either was not willing to confess to the
other. (Cheers) This was the basis of
true national confidence.

The Anglo-Japanese alliance, which
bad done so much for peace and the
advancement of the world, would bear
rich fruit in the future for the higher
interests which would be In the east. He
was sure that if the exjgencies of the
conflict required us to call upon the Al-
lies to make fresh efforts Japan would
live, as she always has done, up to her
full obligations. (Cheers.)

German methods of trade were part
of her policy of world domination, said
Mr. Balfour, and this made them more
dangerous than mere trade rivalry, to
which we bad never objected. (Cheers.)
Germany was trying to use her manu-
facturing power practically to enslave
the rest of the world. That was the
problem which must be met and solved.

GROWING TONE
OF OPTIMIS

Beceming Clearer That Ger-
mans Have Been Checked

LONDON PAPERS CHEERFUL

No Talk Now of Mere Formid-
able Blew By Germans in New
Direction—Foch Believed Te
Have Situation Well in Hand

London, June 18—(Via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency)—There is'a growing tone
of optimism in' the newspapers as it be-
comes clearer that the .Germans have
been checked. They certainly compelled
the French to withdraw at the nbrthern
end of the salient on the left bank of the
Oise, including,Carlepont Wood plateau,
but the FrencL retained the long belt
of territory north of the Aisne and it
is to threaten this from the rear that
the Germans launched the new attack
south of the Aisne on a very wide front.
At the same time the Germans were
balked in their efforts to reach Com-
piegne frontally, and they hope to at-
tain their objective by this outflanking
attack. Compiegne is still eighteen miles
west of the new operations, with’
‘forest of Compeigne intervening.

A favorable feature .of the new de-
velopment is the general tendency of the
fighting to rivet an increasing propor-
tion of the German resources in the
south. There is now no talk of a more
formidable stroke by Germany in an-
other direction. .

The German war minister’s boast that
the battle was already won and Foch’s
reserves wiped out, is unsupported by
the facts, for there are still great ob-
stacles to be overcome, like the Villers-
Cotterets forest, while the line of the
Allies has been stabilized and the char-
acter of the fighting is apparently chang-
ing in their favor. Foch, indeed, appears
to have the situation well under control.

With the French 'Army in France,
June 12-—(By the Associated Press)—
The defence of Courcelles, on the left
wing of the battlefront, by the French
against attacks repeated day and night
from June 9 to June 11, makes a won-
derful story of heroism. The village,
which is most important owing to its
commanding position, was for forty-
eight hours almost surrounded by the
enemy, but the French held on and
when a favorable opportunity came sor-
tied and counter-attacked, repulsing the
Germans from the vicinity.

The Germans tried every possible ruse
as well as force to take the village. The
growinig crops on the fertile land in the
vicinity were a source of considerable
trouble to the defenders; as the Germans
could creep through them until they
reached the edge of the village. The
enemy also covered their helmets with
clumps of grass and weeds and crawled
slowly forward. They could not, how-
ever, shake the determination of the
French to retain possession of the vil-
lage.

The spirit’ of the offensive was so
high among the Allied troops that they
continued their advance on the left to-
day, despite the fatigues they had un-
dergone since the beginning of the week.
Another batch of several hundred Ger-
man prisoners was brought in, together
with numerous machine guns.

VERY MUCH MORE

Something More Dramatic and
Startling By American Troeps
May be Coming '

London, June 15—The American
army i5 prepared, if necessary, to make
greater sacrifice than that involved in!
the brigading of American troops with
the French and British, declares the cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail with the
American forces in France.

After recording constantly and deep-
ly expressed regrets among the Ameri-
can troops that more trained Americans
have not been available to assist the
French and the willingness of the Am-
ericans to sacrifice themselves if need
be, the correspondent says:—

“This is the spirit of the whole army.
I have already seen how the president,!
with ever-readiness, fell in with the
Allied desires. to brigade American
troops with the French and British.
This was a great sacrifice, greater per-
haps than most people imagine, but I
understand that if the events of the next
few days and the plans of the Allies
should so -demand the United States is
prepared for an even much greater sac-
rifice and of a character much more
dramatic and startling.”

ON WATCH AT OTTAWA

Sugge'sﬁon‘Enth;uinﬁcally Received
By Manufacturers}

Address By Secretary Murray — Says
Wages Abnormal Now and There
Must be Drop After War

Montreal, June 18—Last evening’s
session of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association took the form of a smoking
concert at which President S. R. Parsons
‘presided.

G. M. Murray, the general secre-
tary, congratulated the association on
the substantial surplus shown this year
and on the increase -‘in numerical
strength of members despite the fact
that entrance fees had been incréased
fifty per cent. His suggestion that the
association should have a representative
permanently at Ottawa to watch legls-
lation was received with enthusiasm. He
said that the time was fast approaching
when members would have to be on the
alert. Manufacturers were confronted
‘with a possible loss of protection to their
industries. He personally would be
sorry to see the issue of protection vs.
free trade settled in the heat of passion.

Mr. Murray was insistent on the
point that manufacturers should render
themselves independent of outside coun-
tries in respect of raw .materials and
specified the iron industry, which, he
said, was at the present time at the
mercy of the United States in this re-
gard.

He looked forward to a better under-
standing between employers and em-
ployes. Wages were abnormal now and
must drop after the war. Pressure should
be brought to bear on the federal and
provincial governments to encourage
technical and industrial education for
the Lenefit of the workers.

Officers Captured by Americans
Glad te be Taken Prisoner

With the American Army in France(
June 12—(By the Associated Press)—
Among the prisoners captured by the
American marines when they -cleared
out the Belleau Wood, northwest of
Chatean Thierry, were six German of-
ficers, a' major, a captain and four
lieutenants. All were poorly clad and
some had pieces of bread tied to their
uniforms with strings. The prisoners
said they were zlad to be captured. All
of Germany’s plans, they said, called
for ending the war next fall.

The scarcity of officers in the Ger-
man army is shown by the fact that
one of the prisoners, a first sergeant,
commanded a company. He said this
was a common thing now. Compara-
tive quiet prevailed along the Marne
sector today.

CHLOREN STARVE 10
" DEATH N ORPHANAGE
"IN GERMAN Y

Paris, June 13—(By the Havas
Agency)—Germany, although attacking
on the western front, is starving, says
the Echo De Paris. An article in the
Arbeiter Zeitung relates the details of
six children starving to death in an or-
phanage at Zenefort, Thuringia. The
orphanage was found to have been ran-
sacked by its starving inmates, and
physicians who visited the place found
several of the children sheer skeletons.

GERMANS' T0BACCO DOES
MORE HARM THAN
ENEMY GAS ATTACKS

Amsterdam, June 18—The tobacco
substitute supplied to the‘German army
has proved more injurious than enemy
gas attacks, said Deputy Mueller of
Meiningen, in the Reichstag on Thurs-
day. O*her deputies criticized the army
administration for supplying the sub-
stitute which is composed of beech
leaves.

Stecher Defeats Zbyszko.

Omaha, Neb., June 183—Joe Stecher
of Dodge, Neb., was awarded the de-
cision last night in a wrestling match
with Wladek Zbyszko of New York.
Stecher won the first fall in two hours
and three minutes. The referee award-
ed him the decision following two and
one-half hours of wrestling as agreed on
before the match. Stecher won his fall
when he threw his opponent back from
the ropes and knocked him unconscious.
