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LESSONS OF LAST WEEK

Now that the Old Home Week cele-
bration 1s a thing of the past, there is a
lesson to be learned from it which shquld
be of future benefit. It would be useless
to deny that there is dissatisfaction and
criticism, but the fair thing to do is to
study the situation and profit by any mis-
takes there may have been. The person
who simply “knocks” and sneers should
receive no sympathy whatever.

To go back to the beginning, the Back
to New Brunswick Week was promoted
by the 1917 Club. This club is a group of
the younger members of the board of
trade, who paid their fee to become mem-
bers, and who offered their services to do
anything in their power to assist in the for-
ward movement promoted by the board.
Their motives were worthy of all praise.
They were acting the part of good citi-
zens, who desired to do something for St.
John. They believed that an Old Home
Week in this year of progress would be
good for the city and province. The citi-
zeng generally approved of the plan, for
the 1917 Club met with a fairly genérous
redponse when they appealed for funds to
carry on a publicity campaign. That cam-
paign was carried on effectively, and it is
eafe to say that apart altogether from the
local celebration the city and province will
derive great benefit from the advertising
sent broadcast over the continent, telling
of the forward movement and the new
spirit of progressive enterprise which pre-
vails. Good advertising yields other than
immediate results, and for one person who
revisited the province last week hundreds
of thousands were made aware of the fact
that thers is an awakening in New Bruns-
wick.

When we come to a consideration of the
programme of last week, we must in fair-
ness remember that the members of the
1917 Club gave up freely a great deal of their
time for several months to its preparation.
Would there have been disappointment if
it had been carried out to the letter? Why
was there no firemen’s patade, no military
parade, no holiday on Thursday, no horse
parade? Why was the reception at the
rink not a success? It was certainly not
the fault of the 1917 Club that all these
features were not conducted with success.
Even the automobile parade was a failure.
Who was at fault? It lay with the owners
of horses whether there should be a horse
parade, and with the militia officers
whether the militia should turn out. The
safety department controlled the firemen.
The mayor and business men of the city
decided about the holiday on Thursday. It
rested with the city council whether the
reception at the rink was a failure or suc-
cess, and with the owners of motor catrs
whether their parade should be a motable
feature.

Old Home Week having arrived, what
should have been the disposition of citi-
zens of all classes? Should it not have
been to unite in the most heatrty manner,
for the credit of St. John, to make the af-
fair a complete success? Should not this
have been the determination of the people
even if they felt that the programme was
{nadequate and the 1917 Club ill-advised in
some matters? Surely.

But what happened? Not enly did the
city council not assume direction, as it
might fairly have done, of the civic recep-
tion and invite the citizens to attend, but
one of its members publicly critised the
1917 Club. Even the members of the
board of trade, who might have been ex-
pected to stand by the club, stayed away
from the reception. The mayor and three
of the commissioners were at least kind
enough to attend. Then there was the
holiday. The mayor did not publicly pro-
tlaim it, and ask the people to observe it.
This appears to have given business men
an excuse they were apparently glad to
get, not to observe the holiday. Their ac-
tion, in turn. gave the militia authorities
what they regarded as sufficient cause to
call off the military parade. As to the
. firemen’s parade, that only needed a nod
from one official, but a none too gracious
refusal was given instead.

Be it remembered that the promoters of
the Old Home Week had no axe to grind.

# Whatever mistakes they may have made,
' they meant to do the right thing and make
I the celebration a success. If everybody
"else had shown the same spirit success
would have been assured, and if there were
any disputes to eettle it could have been
done after the celebration was over.

It was worth a great deal to St. John
to have the formal opening of the Courte-
nay Bay works, and to have delivered
there, in presence of memhers of parlia-
ment and legislature, and other distin-
gunshed visitors, as well as a great as-
semblage of citizems, the speeches made by
the finance minister and minister of cus-
toms. That alone would justify all the
trouble taken in connection with the last
week’s events. The affair was by mno
means a failure. It was a greater success
if it shall have revealed to the citizens the
vatue of harmony and united effort in all
such matters. The commissioners have
perhaps learned that the people expect
them to take a prominent part in making
city celebrations a success, and that the
last thing any of them should think of
doing would be to wrap about him a
cloak of Napoleonic dignity. Members of
the board of trade have perhaps learned
that when they seek an enlarged member-
3hip of active young men the latter deserve
recognition for their zeal, even if they
Jometimes err-in their judgment.

The truth of the whole matter is that
there was lack of interest on the part of
very many who should have been interest-
ad. and as a result the “knocker” has been
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given a new lease of life. He may be heard
today on every stfeet corner. The lesson
is obvious. It cannot perhaps be better
stated than in the following paragraph
from the Amherst News, for Amherst sets
other towns a fine example in very many
ways. The News says:

‘There are no petty jealousies in this
town, Our citizens get together, work ‘to-
gether, cash up together; and anything
that is attempted is made a success. Am-
herst’s best asset are its men and women,
and this town will grow and prosper just
as long as all classes will continue to work
together in the future as they have in the
past.”

chewan are keenly disappointed over their
failure to obtain access to the larger mar-
kets of the United States, and so long as
that feeling of disappointment prevails, it
cannot be said that reciprocity is dead.
Nor can we afford to close our eyes to the
fact that the provinces mentioned felt ag-
grieved with us in the east for the part we
played in thwarting their desires. No
amount of specious argument, or flag wav-
ing, will allay that feeling or satisfy the
west that it has not been robbed.”

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GO-OPERATIVE: FOREST
FIRE PROTECTION

Formation of Maurice Valley As-
sociation—Preposed Methods—
Similiar Organizations ;in The
United States

i (Conservation.)

The adoption of the co-operative idea in
forest fire protection is a matter of very
recent development on this continent. In
Canada, the first beginning has recently
been made through the formation of the
St. Maurice Valley Forest Protective As-
sociation, with headquarters at Three Riv-
ers, Quebec. The membership comprises
over 90 per cent. of the limit holders in
the St. Maurice valley. The government
of Quebec will co-operate with the as-
sociation and will bear a portion of the

levied, with which to start the work of
protection. Steps will be taken to estab-
lish an efficient patrol of the whole sec-
tion, placing men along all the Ilarger
streams to follow the river-drivers, hunt-
ers, fishermen and prospectors to see that
they put out their camp fires and smud-
ges and o%vserve the government regula-
tions. These rangers will also see that
the settlers burn their clearings only when

it is safe, and will compel them to take

proper precautions to prevent fires spread-
ing. On the railroads, men on gasoline
“speeders” will follow the trains and put
out fires started by sparks or hot coals.
Look-out stations, telephones and trails
will also be constructed to facilitate the
dxscovery of fires and the transportation
of men to extmgulsh them.

That the maximum of efficiency in for-
est fire protection is compatible with the
mwinimum of expense has been demon-
strated by the twelve organizations of tim-
berland owners in Washington, Oregon
Idaho, and Montana which comprise the
Western Forestry and Conservation Asso-
ciation. During the summer of 1911 this
association *provided for the co-operative
patrol of 16,000,000 acres of timberland at
a cost, including the construction of roads,
trails, telephone lines, etc., of less than
two cents per acre. The fire loss as a re-
sult, was practically negligible. During
the very bad season of 1910, the fire loss
on the lands of the association was kept
down to less than one-half of one per cent.
More than 400 patrol men were employed
to guard the stand of not less than 400
billion feet of timber on  these
lands. During the two years the as-
sociation has been in existence, forest pro-
tection has become a living issue on the
Pacific Coast. The laws have been
strengthened and state appropriations
doubled. The general public has become
awake to the subject and convictions are
secured for violations of the laws. In
short, more has been accomplished durmg
the two years of the association’s life in
the way «of semmng definite actian by
states and the private owners of timber
