to their proficiency, in two Classes, and those who are not
(Candidates for Prizes or Honors are similiarly arranged in
the third Class.

SECTION IX.—UNIVERSITY COLLEGE PRIZES
AND CERTIFICATES OF HONOR.

Certificates of Honor in cach Departinent ave awarded
{o those Students who have been placed in either First, or
Second Class at the First Terminal Examinations, and in
First Class at the Second Terminal Examinations. The
Prize in each Department is awarded, and on the same
principle, to that Student, whose standing is highest on
comparison of the results of the Examinations.
