The Chatham schoels do not appear to be
as effisiont as is desireable, judged by results
Patents ste complaining of the non-grading
of their ehildren, and little satistaction can
be obtaiced as to the cause. Different ress-
ous are gives. The Trastess bad the prinoi-
pal, Dr. Cox, befere them ou Wednesdsy, 31
st nlt, with the view of giving explanatiens
in reply to comspiaints mude by parents to
the board. It is nnderstoed that the other
teachers were saddied with most of the
blame. It sppeared that there waas s lack of

! dicipline on the part of the teachers, who

failed to comply with the rule requiring that
they be in their seboel reoms af jeast twenty
minutes before the homt for opeming scheol.
It wae stated that some of teashers were
persistent offenders im this respect. The
upshot of the Trustee’s deliberations was
the conclusion thst Dr. Cox was everworked
and required help in order that he
might visit the different schools and see that
his plavs are carried out.
