The next motving the
lockup was miuus Hatt. Every onein
Moncton seemed indignant at the escape.
The city council at its next meeting passed
a resolution that the escape thould be in-
quired into, but some hidden band stayed
the action of the Council. This is how
Hatt escaped. On the g he was
arrested four gentlemen were admitted by
the officer in charge to his cell.

Mr. Duffy was just as determined that
a judgement should te given for his whole
bill,which read:

To two gallonajof whiskey $2.50
" 1 ju‘ : 20
$2.70

not collect for the whisky, as he only hada
retail license and could not sell more than
one quart according to law.

He further claimed that Mr. Duffy could
not sue mor collect for tte ‘‘jug” as his
client never ordered it.
