CAPTAIN AND MOST
OF HIS CREW DIE

Gallantry of First Officer Saves
Lives of Five— Died from
the Effects of the Terrible
Strain,

Falmouth, England, Feb. 1.—Captain
Y.orenz, the first officer and seventeen
of the crew of the German bark Hera,
Jfrom Pisagua, Chile, for Falmouth,
Jost their lives today through the
vessel striking' a rock as she had al-
most concluded. her voyage. The re-
maining five men were saved through
the gallantry of the first officer, who,
realizing his own end was near, hand-
ed his whistle to a comrade with ord-
ers to blow it.

This attracted the attention of the
crew of a lifeboat, who rescued the
men from the rigging.

The Hera encountered a gale at the

" entrance to the English Channel. She

lost her course and struck on the
rocks near Porthalla Bight. The ves-
sel immediately filled and the men
took to the boats, which capsized.
Hight succeeded in getting back to
the ship, but three of them were wash-
ed off before the lifeboat arrived. The
first officer who was lashed to the
rigging blew his whistle until the ris-
thg tide had almost engulfed him.
Then he passed it over with the re-
mark: :
“Here, chum; you can do better with
that than I can,” and fell back dead.
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Edgewater Threatened With

New ‘' York, Feb. 1—Edgewater, a
New Jersey town opposite the upper
part of Manhattan, was threatened
with destruction by fire today.-Wlames
broke out after a small explosion in
the plant of the Valvoline Oil Com-
pany. Thousands of barrels of oll were
destroyed and a number of small
buildings burned, with a property loss
estimated at about $300,000.
| Volunteer firemen from neighboring
towns, together with firemen from
this city and a New York fireboat
fought the blaze for five hours, center-
ing their efforts in preventing the
flames from reaching a tank contain-
ing 12,000 gallons of oil. The firemen
feared the town might burn together
with séveral hundred canal boats and

es moored nearby.

Several persons were injured when
