The premier did not make a 
definite announcement on the ques­
tion, but he left no doubt in the minds 
of those who heard him that he pro­
poses to give the vote to the women of 
Canada. He was clear on the subject, 
not be restricted to those provinces .

vinctal franchise to women. He did 
not believe in discrimination against 
the women of the provinces which 
have not yet granted it.

The premier also made it clear that 
the franchise should be settled before 
the next election. He hoped that this 
would not mean this session, evidently 
hinting that he presumed the Liberals 
would agree to an extension of the 
parliamentary term. To emphasize 
his position the premier moved an 
amendment to a resolution of Mr. Don­
ald Sutherland which had precipitat­
ed the debate to the effect that parlia­
ment should consider the question of 
granting women the right to vote be­
fore the next general election.
