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HARDEN LIKELY
T0 WEAKEN IN
BERLIN SCANDAL

No Cheers 'Now for the Once Bold
Editor as He Goes to Court.

Berlin, Dec. 19—Maxamilien Harden,
who, two months ago, was the favorite

;of the people and was cheered and con-

gratulated by crowas of admirers as he
came and went tu the court house, was re-
ceived today with icy silence by the few
hundred persons who had collected out-
side the main entrance of the criminal
court to witness the departure of the prin-
cipals in the present hearing of the Har-
den-Von Moltke case. Harden is accused
by the state of having offended society by
his writings in Die Zukunft, the magazine
of which he is editor.

Harden’s own attitude also has changed.
Instead of making passionate and denun-
ciatory appeals to the people as he did
two months ago, he was cautious and
evasive today and took care to keep close-
ly behind every available legal barrier.

The name of Emperor William was men-
tioned only once or twice in the hearing
today and then in® Harden's explanations
to the presiding judge of his references in
the dialogue at night between the person
called “the hopper” and the person called
“the sweet ome.” :

“I merely intended,” said Harden, “to
bring out the fact of Zu Eulenburg’s too
great influence; that it “was his habit to
refer to the emperor as ‘darling.” This was
a most deplorable situation.”

The day was spent in a legal controversy
over the jurisdiction of the court and the
examination of Harden. Neither Prince
Zu Eulenburg nor any of the other notable
witnesses was present.

There is reason to believe that negotia-
tions are still on foot looking to the with-
drawal by the public prosecutor of the
charges against Harden on condition that
Harden signed a document satisfactory to
Count Von Moltke.

Maximilien Harden was haggard and
worn and has face paled and flushed
alternately when he appeared be-
fore the criminal court today and took his
place in the dock to answer the accusation
brought by the state that he had offended
not only General Count Kuno Von Moltke
but against the interests of society in
writing in Die Zukunft of Von Moltke,
Prince Phillippe Zu Eulenberg, General
Count- Wilhelm Von Hehenau and others
in the manner in which he did. Harden
smiled wearily as he acknowledged the
solicitude of the bailiff in helping him re-
move shis fur coat. The president of the
court inquired courteously if Harden felt
strong enough to follow the proceedings.
“I hope so,” replied Harden.

The president then invited hil to leave
the prisoner’s bench and take a more com-

-| fortable chair next to the attorneys. The

prisoner was shaken from time to time
with fits of coughing which he tried in
vain to suppress. Dr. Marx, Harden’s phy-
sician, said’ when Harden got up this
morning that he absolutely disapproved of
his appearing in court and disavowed all
responsibility on “the {éct on his part.

Count Von Moltke looked to be in much
better health than when he was in court
last Monday. He occasionally glanced in-
tently at Harden, but the prisoner paid no
attention to him. Counsel for Harden
moved that the proceedings be quashed on
tl}.e ground that a person could not be
tried in two courts at the same time. By
reason of the appeal and ‘the subsequent
processes the proceedings in the magis-
trate’s court, counsel declared, had not yet
come to an end.

The attorney for the state, Dr. Isenbiel,
declared that he had the right to bring
the case before the criminal court, in spite
of the fact that he had refused to insti-
tute the prosecution of Harden before Von
Moltke began his private complaint on the
ground that the interests of the state were
in nowise concerned. During the hearing
of the private suit representatives of the
ministry of justice had perceived that the
interests of the public were affected and
he now brought this prosecution in order
to protect these interests.

At the conclusion of the arguments of
counsel, the judges announced that they
were competent to try the case. The de-
fense at once entered an exception. After
a short recess the hearing was resumed.
The president of'the court asked wehther
or not the hearings should be continued in
public. Dr. Isenbied and *Dr. Sello for
Von Moltke, and Herr Bernstein for Har-
den, declared that their clients desired the
fullest publicity. Dr. Isenbiel reserved
the right to:ask that the public be ex-
cluded during the taking of testimony re-
lating to shameful vices. The indictment
against Harden was then read by the first
assistant judge.

Many Years.

Ex-Minister of Public Works Had Been Iil a Long Time-Q-'-
An Active Figure in the Political Life of Canada for

‘:Montreal,, Dec. 19—Hon. 'J. Israel
Tarte died here today a few minutes be-
fore 2 o'clock after an illness of some
months, during the latter part of which
his friends knew that there could only be
a fatal issue to his fight for life. During
the last three days the ex-minister had
been unconscious all the time, and died
without regaining consciousness.

Although Mr. Tarte had been in notice-
ably failing health for*a year past, it was
only nine days ago that he was compelled
to take his bed. For several months, how-
ever, he has refrained from taking any
part in public life, and had given up his
work as chief editor of La Patrie to take
a run in the country, which apparently
did him a lot of good for a while, when
his malady returned with increased virul-
ence, and two weeks®ago he was brought
to the city and taken to the residence of
his son-in-law, Dr. Martigny, under whose
care he remained to the end.

The news of Mr. Tarte’s serious condi-
tion, however, was carefully guarded, and

he was dead a vefy general sensation of
surprised sorrow was felt throughout the
city, in English as well as French circles,
since he was far too big a man to be
counted as representative of any single
section of the city’s life.

Outside of his' ministerial energies Mr.
Tarte for years past has been a leading
figure in Montreal, owing largely to the
great energy he had displayed in starting
the work of re-establishing the port of
Montreal—a work which he planned, and
which his successors at Ottawa have since
steadily kept up. He aleo always took a
keen interest in the city’s affairs and
through the editorial columns of La
| Presse he was a distinct power in the
city. :

BREAKFAST FOODS GOOD

American Pure Food Experts Give
Them Endorsement. .

Washington, Dec. 18.—The sleuths of the
pure food crusade have examined the
whole clan of breakfast foods and pro-
nounced them not guilty of being adulter-
ated or colored or preserved or any of the
| other bugaboos of the department. It is
| true the agricultural department intima-
| tes that some of the brands for which the
| consumer pays ten or fifteen cents a pound
| could be made in one’s own kitchen for
i two or three cents a pound. But the pret-
| ty boxes and the time and the trouble are
i worth something.

“In comparing the new cereal prepara-

| tions with the old-fashioned kind we must

| not forget the neatness with which they

are now put up,” says the governemnt re-

“ ln the modern mill cleanliness is found

! to be the best policy and the neat, almost
lair-tight paper and cardboard packages in
| which the foods ars sold are, as a ruie, an
, assurance to the purchaser that they reach
| him clean and fresh. In some of the manu-
[ factories the preparation of the cereal
| food seems almost perfection as regards
| cleanliness. It should not be forgotten
| that breakfast cereals of all sorts are
{ usuaily fre> from harmful adulterants.
| Judged by their chemical composition alone
{ —that is, by the total amount of nutrients
’fumished of the six most important cereal
grains, namely wheat, oats, rice, corn, rye
!and barley—oats appear to furnish the nu-
| trients in better proportions than the other
}cereals. Wheat ranks very closé to oats,
iand corn next to wheat. Corn and its
| preparations are rich in carbohydrates and
{ fat, but are slightly less digestible than
| the other cereals. Rice is poor in protein,
! but remarkably free from crude fibre, and
! consequently furnishes a large proportion
| of digestible carbohydrates. Barley con-
tains a fair proportion of nutrients and is
moderately digestible. All these differ-
ences in composition and digestibility are
comparatively slight and may be disregard-
ed by healthy persons living on the ordin-}
ary mixed diet.

“The ready-to-eat preparations of any
of the grains have about the same propor-
tion of digestible nutrients as the grains
from which they are made, but they are
in general more expensive.’ Judged on the
basis of food value, the higher price is
paid mainly for convenience, novelty and
the advantage, i any, due to special flavor.
The cost, of labor and fuel in preparing
food is always an important factor in its
real economy. In large establishments and
and in households where a fire is kept in
the range all day for other purposes it
takes no extra fuel and very little' labor

to cook the cheap Taw cercals. But if
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the cooking is done on a gas stove and if
time and labor are limited it may ba
better economy to use the partially cooked
brandg. Cereal products as coffee substi«
tutes are closely related to cereal breakfast
foods. A few contain a little true coffee,
but for the most part they appear to be
made of parched grains of barley, wheat,
ete., or of grain mixed with pea hulls,
corncobs or wheat middlings. It is said
that barley or wheat parched with a little
molasses in an ordinary oven makes some-
thing indistinguishable in flavor from some
of the cereal coffees on the market. The
manufacturers claim that they make &
harmless, unstimulating substitute for cof«
fee, hardly to be distinguished from it in
flavor and yielding much greater nourish-
ment at lower cost. If no coffee is used
in their preparation the claim that the;g
are not stimulating is undoubtedly true.’”!
