TARIFF REDUCTION, DECLARES
REPORT TO C.M.A., WOULD
CAUSE WIDESPREAD DE-

PRESSION

TORONTO, June 1l.—At the
Canadan ““Manufacturers Associa-
tion meeting 'this afternoon the tariff
committee, in their feport expressed
the great concern with which they
had viewed the recent active pro-
paganda of Westen grain growers
for the complete removal of certain
custom duties and for sweeping re-
ductions in_others, coupled with pro-
posalsgy that the revenues lost by
tariff reductions’ shoud’be recovered
through new taxation
highly experimental nature.

“If these demands were granted,”
said the report, ‘‘widespread de-
pression - would result and .all classes
in the cpuntry would . suffer. Your
committee'is eonvinced. that the move-
ment to seeure these tariff reductions
has in view, step by step, ultimate
free trade between Canada and the
United States. Thus it follows that
our fiscal policy would be determined
not in Canada, but in Washington.

It is_fundamental ‘that the main-
tenande of our sep British na-

tionality depends upon the- retention

of our freedom to shape our pro-
tective customs laws to serve our
own needs,”
An _Illustration.

“What it meant in our national
development to impo¥t commodities

from the United States, which should
be made or produced in Canada’s
importations last year of 13.641
free tractors, valued at $13,056,013
If these had been made in Canada
the work would have given constant
employment for one .year to over
6,000 skilled mechanies.

“Free trade with tha United States
would: sweep away 7all protection
which Canadian jobbers and whole-

salers enjoy in their direct dealing
in European, Asiastic and South
American commodities.

The balance of” Canada’s
trade with ‘the Uited: was_heav
ily against Canada, = and placed
Canadian mopey at a discount in
the United States and the money of
that country at a premium in Canada.
thus, a Canadian , buy-
ing raw materials fathe United State
at the présent rate of exchange, was
obliged to pay about three per cent
more ' than -a United States manu-
facturer would pay for correspond-
ing raw_ materials for manufacture
in that” ‘country.” A “United States
manufactuer buying his raw material
in Canatla;was ahle to pay, aout three
per cent more thin the™ Canadian
manufacturer could pay.
{'Destructive Result.”

“The fiscal policy counseled by the
grain growers seems to-offer nothing
but destruetive results, andis com-
pletely at variance with the tariff pol-
icies ofother. industrial countries, in
all of which there is a noticeable ten-
dency lo\}'nrds higher duties and re-
strietions.”

For many years the assoeiation had
consistently urged and supported a
polioy of reeiprocal preferential tarifis
for "empire goods. “The earrying
out of the preferential tariff principle
throughout the empire would leave
cach RBritish Empire into line with
the polisies followed on by other
countries possessing overseas dom-
inions.  Your eommittee believes
that the adoption of substantial
tariff preferences. amongst, British
eountries, oorresponding ‘to -the - pref-
erences provided in the tariff of
Canada, will efectually strengthen]
oonsolidate end develop not merely
the empire as a whole, but each
constituent part thereof.”

The ecommittee acknowledged its
debt-of gratitude to the Canada war
trade board, to the Canadian mission
in London for their -efforts in secur-
ing relief from such war-time trade
restrictionsas were operating to the
detriment of Canadian industry, and
also for their sucessful work in bring-
ing to Canada substantial orders.

gl‘hn report also alluded to the abso-
lute necessity for increasing the ex-
ports of Canada in order to meet the
war debt interest.

Lloyd Harris Speaks.

Lloyd Harris, Canadian trade com-
missioner, spoke on export. trade at
this afternoon’s session.

“Thé importance of export trade to
Canada at the present time cannot be
overstated,” he said,

Mr. Harris said that during the war
Canada changed from an agrieultural

to a manufacturing country.

“We' demonstrated during the war
we can manufacture in Cana as
economtically as any eountry. Our

costs Were lower than Great Britain's
and agfeat deal lower than the United
States.
