During the last 240 years, 319 professed Religious-
have successively enjoyed in the old cloister the
blessin'gs of a life dedicated toý,the service of God
and the welfare of society. Among 'these a great
many survived to very old age, a favour which seems
also-to be granted to the Resident Chaplains. - Rev.
Father Lemoine, the present Chaplain, who has
already spent a quarter of a century in the Institàt-
tion, is, like his worthy predecessor, Rev. Father
Maguire, entitled to all praise and gratitude for his
untiring devotedness to its prosperity. A lasting
proof of this will be found in the "fHistory of thé
Ursulines of Quebec," published under his direction
in the years 1863-66, and in which his intelligent-
aid was so generously given to the axînalists.
