I have disbursed $343,005
in gold, which T want to get repaid. I have still to pay $13,5600, which will close every-
thing off.

I will go to New York as soon as the contract issigned, sy about 7th October, and
would be glad to meet you there at that time.

Public sentiment seoms to be decidted that the road shall be built by Canadians
only.
