During the meeting of Nov. 22
many topics were discussed and
some important decisions made.
The Program Committee of the
Board of Directors was firmly re-
established as an active part of the

1) to receive applications from
all organization for use of the
SUB and its facilities.

2) assigning specific times, lo-
cations and facilities for events to
be held in the SUB and {or main-
taining a master schedule of events
in accordance with SUB policy.

3) making an annual ¢xamin-
ation of the scheduling policy of
the SUB and making recommend-
ations to the Board of Directors
for changes in the scheduling pol-
icy.
