In the Men’s Common Room tonight at 7 o’clock, Mayor 

Kitz, in full robes of office will appear as governor-general to 
open the 1956 Model Parliament at Dalhousie by reading the 
Speech from the Throne. Activities of the Common Chamber 
will take place in Room 21. The Men’s Common Room will 
serve as the Senate Chamber.

News of the U’s will not appear 
this week as CAROLYN (A. Sif- 
ton) arrives Friday, February 
17th.

One of the major items discussed 
at the last Students’ Council meet­
ing was the revision of Point 
Awards for silever and gold “D” s. 
A committee, chaired by Murray 
Fraser, had studied the matter 
carefully and several changes 
recommended by them were adopt­
ed by the Council after much con­
sideration. These changes will be 
voted on by the student body at 
the forthcoming Students’ Forum.

Silver and gold “D” ’s are award­
ed to students for excellence in 
extra-curricular activities. To win 
a gold “D”, a student must earn 
150 points under the present points 
system. A silver “D” requires 75 
points. The following is a revised 
list of maximum point values in 
which will be presented for ap­
proval at the Students’ Forum.

Alleged inefficiency at the Student Health Clinic came 

into light last Thursday at the Student Council meeting. The 
Shin-eft Hall girls meeting on Tuesday, discussed the matter 
of the Student Health Clinic, which they felt was of campus­
wide importance and as a result, they presented a letter to 
the Student Council which stated their dissatisfaction with 
the present operation of the Student Health Clinic. Three 
recommendations were proposed for future operations. (See 
page two for contents of the letter.)

Wednesday evening will be taken 
up with debates on address in re­
ply to the Speech from the Throne. 
On that night the government bills 
will also be introduced, two by the 
government and one by the opposi­
tion. If time permits, one govern­
ment bill may be debated. Tomor­
row evening, heated debates are 
expected to take place on all the 
new bills.

Keen student interest is expect­
ed at the Parliament which should 
be highly interesting. There is 
plenty of room for spectators on 
both nights.

The government this year con­
sists of a coalition of the Progres­
sive Conservatives led by Peter 
Me Derm aid, who won 28 of the GO 
seats, and Tom Clark’s Maritime 
Rights Party, which won JO seats. 
“Her Majesty’s Loyal Opposition” 
consist of the Liberal Party, led by 
Tom MacQuarrie, which won 22 
seats.

The legislation to be presented 
at the Model Parliament will 
body the principals of both parties.

The possibility of a TV coverage 
for the opening of the Parliament 
is being explored, but is not defi­
nite as yet.

DISCUSS PROBLEMS Paltry Few

15 The East-West problem of com­

petitive Co-existence was discussed 
on Thursday, February 7th, at 
King’s College, by the Interna­
tional Affairs Discussion Club. The 
members of the panel included 
Chairman Malcolm Bradshaw, Dr. 
J. 11. Aitchison, Elizabeth Dustan 
and Ted Reagh.

The following issues were dis­
cussed : What do you understand 
by the term competitive or peace­
ful co-existence ? ; Is a period of 
competitive co-existence possible ? ; 
What are the dangers of such a 
period coming to an end? ; What 
competitive advantages and disad­
vantages have the East and the 
West . . . generally — within the 
Soviet Union 
States, in Europe-Germany, in 
neutral powers in the Middle East 
and Far East, and in giving econ­
omic aid ?

D.G.D.S. “The Little Foxes”, a drama of 
Southern decay and disintegration, 
written by Lillian Heilman, was 
ambitiously presented on the Dal­
housie stage by the Dal Glee and 
Dramatic Society on Thursday, 
Friday and Saturday of last week.
