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riding, although defeated, he made an excellent showing 
and telle me that he feels fairly confident of success 
in the next fight when he will undoubtedly again be the 
terty candidate. in Vest Edmonton Stewart, the Minister 
of the interior, can be defeated by an effective candi­
date. Taking everything together, we in this part of 
the world feel exceedingly optimistic.
