Termible Catastrophe at Notre
Dame de la Sallette.

Practically the entire village of
Notre Dame de la Salette, 20 miles
above Buckingham, omn the Lievre
river, was wiped out in a disastrous
landslide at four o’ciock on Sunday
morning, entailing the loss of 85
lives and the injury of many per-
sons.. The ty damage Will
ast $50,000.

Notre dame de la Salette, the scene
of the catastvophe, is a little place
in Fast Portland township, Latell:
county, sixteen miles north of Buck-
ingham. It is situated on the Lie-
vre River, eighteen miles from its
O 1ence with the Ottawa. The
place is surrounded by an agricultu-
ral country, following the clearing

after lumbering operations, which

are still carrvied on extensively in
and adjacent to the locality. La
Salette is seven miles from Poupore,
where, on Oct. 11, 1903, another
landslide occurred. @It is a coinci-
dence that the slide happened alsq on
a Sunday, and at almost the identi-
cal time of this later disaster. It was
much less serious, for while three
farmns, belonging to Messrs. Brazeau,
Clement and McMillan, slid into the
river, no loss of life resulted. The

escapes, however, on that occasion
were miraculous. The Lievre Rive
was completely blocked for @ mile,

while the government locks were

carried away and navigation im-
peded for *months.

The geological formation of the
whole district is similar. The ground
is a blue clay, which rests on bed-

rock, of the glacial period. This was
polished smooth by glacial activity
and the spring moisture, percolating

through the clay probably was the

cause of the Poupore landslide. and
Sunday’s disaster was probably due
to similar conditions.
